THE MISCELLANIST,

NAPOLEON.

The following extracts are from a his.
tory of the campaign in Russia, a work
recently published in Paris which has
met with great success. '

Napoleon was not a man to be influen-
ced. As soomw as his object was marked
outy, and he had made advances towards
its acquisition, he admitted of no contra-
diction. He then appeared as if he
would hear nothing but what flattered
his determination; he repelled with ill
humour, and even with apparent incred-

ulity, all disagreeable"mtelligence, as
if he feared to be shak-n by it. This

mode of acting changed its name accord -
ing to his fortune; when fortunate, it was
called force of character; when unfortu-
nate, 1t was designated as infatuatiop.

[ His friends were something deterred
{rom opposing his wishes by a dread of
his displeasure. | |

““But this fear, which did not restrain
Caulaincourt and several others, had no
wiluence upon Duroc, Daru, Lobau
Rapp, Lauriston, and sometimes even
Berthier. These ministers and generals

~ach in his sphere, did pot spare the Em-

peror when the truth ' was to be told.—

Ifit so happened that he was enraged
by it, Durec, without yielding, assumed
an air of indifference; Lobau resisted
with roughness; Berthier sighed, and
withdrew with tears in his eyes, Caulain-
court and Daru, the one turning pale,
and the other reddening with anger, re-
pelled the contradictions of the Emperor;
the first met them with impetuous ob-

stinancy, and the second with short and

dry determination. They were often
seen to end these altercations by abrupt-
ly retiring, and shutting the door after
them with violence. *

“It should, however, be added here,
that these warm discussions were never
productive of bad consequences; good
temper was restored immediately after,
without leaving any other impression
than redoubled esteem, on the part of

Napoleon, for the noble frankness which
they had displayed.

The journey of Napoleon through Ger-
many is described" as a triumph; and at
the meeting of Sovereigns, he is said to
have assumed a marked appearance of
superiority, which none hatf the courage
to dispute. 'The author adds:

“The wisest among us, however, be- |
£an to be alarmed; they

said, but in an
under tone, that a man must fancy him-

self more than human: to denaturalise
and displace every thing in this manner
without fearing to be involved in the
universal confusion. They saw these
monarchs quitting the palace of Napo-
lean with their eyes inflamed, and their
bosoms swollen with the most poignant
resentment.

At Dantzic, Napoleon, “ended the in-
spection of his immense magazines, and
of the secound resting point and pivot of
his line of operations. Immense quan-
tities of provisions, adequate to the im-
mensity of the undertaking, were there
accumulated. No detail had been neg-
lected.

“T'he greatness of the enterprise: the
agitation of co-operating Europe; the
Imposing apparatus of an army of 400,
000 toot and 80,000 horse; so many war-
like reports and martial clamors, kind-
led the minds of veterans themselves.
It was impossible for the coldest to re-
main unmoved amid the general im-
pulse; to escape from the universal in-
tluence.” |

“At that period every one was free to
be ambitious! a period of intoxication

and pros?erity, during which the French

soldier, lord of all things by victory,
considered himself greater than the no-
bleman, or even the sovereign, whose
lands he traversed! 'To himit appeared
as it the Kkings of Europe only reigned
by permission of his chief and oi his
arms,”

“During his march, Napoleon was ex-

asperated against the Vilia, the bridge

over which the Cossacks had broken
down, and which had

sage of Oudinot. He affected to de-
spise it, like every thing else, that op-
posed ‘him, and ordered a squadron of
the Polish guard to swim the river.
These picked men obeyed the order
without hesitation. At first they pro-
ceeded in good order, and when out of
their depth redoubled their exertions.
They soon reached the middle of the
river by swimming. But there the rap-
idity of the current broke their order.
The horses there - became frizhtened,
quitted their ranks, and were carried
away by the violence of the waves. They
no longer swam, but ftoated about in
scattering groups. Their riders strug-
gled in vain; at length their strength
gave way, and they resigned themselves
to their fate. Their destruction was
certain; but it was for their country; it
was in her presence, and for the sake of
their deliverers, they devoted them-
selves; and even when on the point of

‘being engulphed for ever, they suspend-

ed their unavailing struggles, turned
their faces towards Napoleon, and ex-
claimed, ‘Vive Empereur!” Three of
them were especially remarked, who
with their beads still above the billows,

rerated this cry and perished instantl y.
The

army was struck with mingled hor-
rer and admiration.”
