THOMAS JEFFERSON.

We do not know, says the Baltimore
Patriot, when our feelings were more
painfully excited for the seeming fate of
genius and patriotism, than when our
eyes caught the extracts which we make
below. Although we were aware that

Mr. Jefferson had suffered some years

back by endorsments, yet we were un-
der a full conviction that he was living

in his retirement 1n ease and affluence-
To find the reverse to be the fact—to

find the great AUTHOR OF THE DECLARA-
TION OF INDEPENDENCE, in poverty and

on the verge of banikruptcy, -at ‘his ad-

vanced age, is to our minds most serious

and appaling. 1If' no more direct and
feasible mode can be devised to rid this
venerable patriarch of his difficulties, we
hope the Legislature of his state,to which
he appeals, will cheerf-ully; and graceful-
ly grant his request; ifit deprives us of
our bread we will throw eur mite into his
scheme, for relief.

Frem the proceedings of the Legisla-
ture of Virginia of Wednesday week,we
extract the fellowing:

Mr. Loyall observed, that he rose uh.
der embarrassed fceiings. He was about
to discharge a task which gave him pain
not from 2 sense of the impropriety of
the measure asked, but fromm the pature
of the task itself, and the melancholy
reasons which had rendered it necessary.
He rose to ask leave to bring in a bill
authorising THomas JerreErson to dis-
pose of his estate by lottery. It would
take ne money from the treasury, nor
abridge the right of any individual. It
was in favor of 2 man who had devoted
more than 60 years of his life to the pub-
lic service—a great benefactor of man-
kind. The poor boon he asked, in the

extremity of his fortunes, was to be al- |

lowed to do that, which he could not do
without an act of the General Assembly.
Would it be asked how he had become
so involved? How with a patrimony se
large, he had become reduced in hia old
age to poverty! He had become so in
the performance of public serviges.—
Since the dawn of manhood, he had de-
voted the energies of his soul and body
to the service of his country, and the
cause of mankind. Mr. Loyall proceed-
ed in an eloquent mmanner, to enumerate
the cause which had impaired Mr. Jef-
ferson’s ample patrimony and reduced
him in the extremity of his age, to the
verge of bankruptcy. Until his retire-
meont from the Presidency in 1808, his
attention to public duties had been unre-
mitted from the commencement of the
Revolutionary War., These duties had
necessarily excluded attention to his
private affairs, and involved him in em-
barrassmentswhich continuing tothis da ¢
and increased by his general, unavgida-
ble and munificent hospitality, since his
retreat to private life, had at length driv-
en him, to the necessity of making this
application to the Legislature of  hig pa-
tive state. Travellers from every part
of the union, and of the civilized ‘world,
particularly since the establishment of
the University,made pilgrimages to Mon-
ticello, and it was not in the noble and
generous nature of Mr. Jefferson to re-
press their visits,nor to curtail his hospi-
tality. These expenses were incident
to his name and his character, and who
among us would desire that he should do
80, or for the few years that he might yet
linger among us, be compelled to seek
some hiding place in his mountainr—
How was it proposed to relieve him? By
ailowing him a privilege which invaded
the rights of no man—which took noth-
ing from the treasury. Mr. Loyall stated
that within the last 40 years, more than
70 examples of lotteries authorised by
the state were to be found—that a caun-
teracting policy would force us again to
resort to them—and that thousands were
drawn annually from Virginia to con-
struct the roads and canals of the north-
ern states. He appealed to no political
feelings but desired that the application

should rest on its intrinsic merits.

Loxpon, 22d Dec.

Yesterday I dined with —. He had
been at the Foreign Office in the morn-
ing, where he learned the cause of the
Emperor of Russia’s death. 1t appears
that he was at Tadganrock, on the sea of
Asoph, with his Empress, to whom he
had been recently recolciled after a long
rupture, and was enjoying the festivities
ef the occasion, when he took a severe
cold, by which he entirely lost his voice.
From this attack it was supposed he had
recovered, but having exposed himself
somewhat, he had a relapse, which oc-

casioned a defluction on his chest that
soon terminated his existence, having
however, in his “testament mortuaire”
named Constantine as his successor.—
Thus are put to shame the fabricators of
the many idle stories of assassination,
which filled the papers of England and
of the continept, and placing beyond
question the fact, that an Emperor of
Russia may, like other men, die a natur-
al death. His life was justly considered
here as one of great importance to the
repose & quiet of Europe, and his death
consequently gives rise to anxiety and
solicitude. : :
the spirit {hat animated it, & wea friend
and umpjre in cases of difficulty.

If France is wise she will avail herself

of this event to assert her ancient claim
to rank as the first power, in Europe:—
and if that assertion be accou:lpa'nledmth
some favor to more liberal principles and

‘“He is tall, stout, well made, with a fair
complexion;his profile is scarcely human,
his.nose that of a monkey; he is near
sighted, contracting his eyes when look-
ing attentively, which are covered with
uncommonly’ large light eyebrows, his
voice is hoarse and husky,he has a rough
soldier like manner, is sarcastic yet affa-
ble and witty.” |

Public curiosity stands on tiptoe in an-

ticipation of the next arrival. The death
of Alexander throws every thing into
doubt, uncertainty and conjecture. The
question is asked, will Constantine tread
in the footsteps of the policy of his de-
parted brother; or wiIF he break loose
from all the diplomatic chains and liga-
tures at once? Kven commerce must in
a measure participate in the unsettled
state of things occasioned by the death
of the Russian monarch. In this we
have a practical illustration of the stabi-
lity, as it is pompously denominated, of
legitimate governments. It may, as in
the present instance, put the important
question of peaceé or war on the life or
the death of a single individual=~the suc-
cessor of the reigning monarch may run
counter to the whole system of policy
adopted by his predecessor. In our late
war it is said to have been the boast of
a British officer, that he had entertained
a design of capturing and of carrying off
all the heads of departmenton board of
an English frigate to Lendon. Suppose
this plan had been put in execution; an
Anmeriean would immediately ask, what
then?* The war would be brought no
nearer to a conclusion—the people
would have supplied the vacancy by elec-
tion, and hostilities would have been
continued the same as if no such casual-
ty had taken place.
