ACRICULTURAL.

The Advantage of fa H;;-c;'ops over sum-
mer-fallows.

By James Spenny, of Monroe.
To Jesse Buxir, Esq.

Dear Sir—In answer to your circular;
I would observe, that [ should not have
presumed to finish matter for a volume
of the Memoirs of the Board, had it not
been asserted, that “‘any facts, however
simple, would be considered valuable.”

I have carefully watched the progress
of uinprovement in agriculture, in order
to derive benefit from any system of cul-
tivation, new and useful, which might be
proposed. Although manyimprovements
in the business of husbandry have been

suggested, which would no doubt be of

advantage to the farming interest, were
they reduced to practice; yet I shall
speak of but one which I consider the
most prominent, and that deserving the
greatest attention; and which, if general-
Iy introduced, would save fo the farmers
of this state, annually, many millions.~1
mean the introduction of fallow-crops,
and the abandonment of summer-fallows
altogether, on green sward. The expe-
rience I had in the system, confirms my
belief, that all spring crops sueh as oats,
peas, barley and potatoes, may be raised
on green sward, well ploughed, either in
the fall or spring; and rolled with a hea-
vy roller, with less expense in labour,
and double the nett profits, than on stub-
ble land; that the expense of tending a
corn crop, on ground of that description,

and thus managed, would be less then

than the expense of the summer fallow-
ings and that good or poor land weuld
not be exhausted as much 1n growing

most of the above crops, with the sod un-
der, unmolested & unexposed, while rot-
ting, as it would be in receiving two or
three ploughings, while ina partial state
of decomposition, in the heat of sum-
mer, exposed to the influence of the sun,
rains and winds. The first experiment
I made of this kind, was a crop of corn,
on a stiff sward of spear grass, ploughed
in the fall, and well harrowed in the
spring, without rolling, My crop was
72 bushels to the acre, worth 50 cenfs
per bushel—Nett profits, 823 30 per
acre. Fhe ground was well ploughed
once next spring, and sowed to peas:
crop, 32 bushels per-acre, worth $1, per
bushel-—-Nett profits, $25,10. The peas
were harvested early in September, and
the ground well ploughed once, and sow-
to wheat: crop, 31 bushels to the acre—
Nett profits, 322,90 to the acre,Nett pro-
fits in three years, $71,80. 1 have
this year ramsed corn on land adjoin-
ing, and of a similar soil, and sod, the
so1l 15 what farmers call a sandy loam,
managed in the same way,save only the
crop was but onee hoed: (wet weath-
er prevented:) crop, 100 bushels to
the acre. No manure was used; and not
so much laborin tending, as stubble land
would have required. lIn the same field,
l sowed GO roods of ground to flax, and
barrowed it in well on the sod. The
crop grew well,.and was the best I have
ever raised on any ground. It fell down
and 1 pulled it while in blossom; after
which I ploughed the ground once, and
sowed turnips. ‘The turnips are very
fine, and promise a good crop.

Jew’s system of Faltening Geese.—A
%,entleman who has recently travelled in
oland, intimates that the Jews in that
country, who are celebrated for their
skill in goose fattening,fatten their geese
in the following curious manner. They,
he assert, wrap their geese, if the weath-
er be mild, in coarse linen—if cold, in
flannel, first cutting off a small bunch of
feathers that stand erect on their rump,
on which it is well known to English
goose-feeders,the goose in the night time,
rests its bill, and sucks away a consider-
able part of its fat. 'They then hang them
~up in dark places, and in separate cages,
and stopping their ears with small peas,
to prevent them from being disturbed by
noise, and placing by them plenty of wa-
ter and gravel, feed them three times a-
day, with pellets of malt, or barley-meal
by which treatment their geese become
wonderfully fat in an incredible short
space of time.

L The difficulty of fattening poultry in
town, which has been brought to it either
by land or water, 1s much complained of,
and its cause not well understood. A
lady at Annapolis, Mrs. Carroll, whose
hospitable table is remarkable for the fat-
ness and delicacy of the poultry to be
found upon it, finds vo difflcuity én this
point.—This department is managed by
her venerable superintendant, Mrs.John-
son, and as we have understood, more
after the fashion of feeding pigs than
poultry; that is, they are fed indiscrimi-
nately from the offal of the kitchen, on
greens, pot liquor, parings of bacon, and
other meats, potatoes, &c. &e. The
treatment, so convenient and simple, we
are told will never fail to give us, what is
so much te be esteemed, good fat plump
poultry.—{ Zd. Am. Farmer.

Humanaty to Bees.—A shoemaker who
resides in the East of Sussex, has, for
three ?olluwing seasons, it is credibly as-
serted, taken the honey from his bees,
without destroyirg them, by the follow-
ing simple means:—the hive that con-
tains both bees and honey he places bot-
tom upwards, on a form, with a round
hole cut in it of sufficient dimensions to
receive the crown of the hive, and to keep
it in an erect position in its inverted
state. Over this hive he places another,
well smeared with strong beer and hon-
ey mixed together,and filled about half
full with sweet flowers, sweet and aro-
matic shrubs, herbs, &c—then placing it,
rim to rim, over the inverted hive, the
bees ascend into it and become so tipsy
by feasting on the honey and beer, that
they sleep the whole of the next day in
their new habitation, consequently, may
be removed to any place that might be
thought proper,leaving their property be-
hind them, but saving their lives.

How to preserve Millc.—Put to a pan
of milk a spoonful of wild horse radish,
and 1twill remain sweet forseveral days,

either in the oren air or in a cellar,while
other milk will change.
