The discuseion on the amendment of
the Constitution has occupied much time,
and has excited far less interest than
from the magnitude of the subject,might
have been anticipated. The speeches
generally have been resﬁectablc for tal-
ent, and some of them have been able;
but it has not unfrequently happened
that the Speakers have addressed a very
thin House. During the last fwo days
the discussion became more animated, if
no more edifying, by a recurrence to the
events connected with the recent elec-
tion, It has terminated, as our readers
will perceive, in a decisive rejection of
ti:2 district system; and in the adop-
tion, by a very large majority, of the ab-
stract proposition, that the Constitution
ought to be so amended,as that the choice
of President should not devolve on the
House of Representatives. The princi-
ple of this amendment may be supposed
to be approved by all: and it is indeed the
doctrine of the existing Constitution
which manifestly supposes an election
by the House not the best mode of offer-
ing a choice. The difficulty is,how oth-
erwise to dispose of the case, which aris-
es on the failure of the people to make
choice of a President at the primary elec-
tion. Whether any provision for that
contingency more free from objection
than that which now exists, can be deyi-
sed, 1s a question on which the House
has yet taken no vote,’and intimated o
opinfon. Individual sentiments are, we
believe, extremely various; and as far as
our own observation extends, we deem
it pretty certain that no one of the pro-
posed projects will unite so great a num-
ber of friends and supporters, as the ex-
isting provision itself.  We consider it
therefore highly improbable that any a-
mendment of the Constitution, in res-
pect to the choice of President, will be
proposed by Congress to the States.—
We may add that the two objects of
keeping the election from the House of
Representatives, and of choosing the
President by a district vote, appear in

the original conception to have been parts
of one design, and the failure of one ren-
ders the attainment of the other still less
likely to be effected.

FOREIGN.

MEXICO.-=The editor of the Nation-
al Gazette, has received the Mexican
paper “Aquila Mexicana,” down.te the
7th ult. T'he principal topic in the Mex-
ican capital, was the Invasion of the Is-
land of Cuba, by the joint forces of Mex-
ico and Celombia.. A committee of the
Mexican Senate,to whom the subject had
been referred, had ascertained that the
Executive branch deemed it expedient

Brazillian Empire has been formerly ac-
knowledged.

His Majesty loses no opportunity of
giving effect ' to the principles of trade
and navigation, which have received the
§anction of Parliament, and of establish-
ing them as far as possible, by engage-
ments with foreign powers.

His Majesty has directed togbe laid
before you a copy of a convention, fram-
ed on these principles, which has recent-
ly been concluded between his Majesty
and the king of France; and a similar
convention with' the free Hanseatic cit-
1es of Lubec, Bremen and Hamburg.

His Majesty has likewise directed to
be laid before you a copy of a treaty of
Amity, Commerce and Navigation, con-
cluded between his Majesty and the re-
public of Colombia, the ratifications of
which have been exchanged since the
close of the last session. For the carry-
ing into effect some of the stipulations of
this treaty, his Majesty will have need of
your assistance.

His Majesty regrets that he has not to
announce to you the termination of hos-

tilities in India; but the operations of the
last campaign,through the bravery of the
forces of his Majesty, and of the East In-
dia Company, and the skill and perse-
verance of their commanders, have been
attended with uniform success, and his
Majesty trusts that a continuance of the
same exertions may lead, at no distant

period, to an honorable and satisfactory
pacification.

His Majesty’s attention has been di-
rected to the consideration of several
measures, recommended 11n the last
session of parliament, for improving the
condition of Ireland.

‘The industry of that part of the Unit-
ed Kingdom, hisMajesty has the satisfac-
tion of acquainting you, is in a course of
gradual and general advancement—an
advancement mainly to be attributed to
that state of tranquility which now hap-
pily prevails throughout all the provin:
