The blockade of Buenos Ayres coin-
menced on the 215t December, and hag
been rigidly enforced. Several vessels
have attempted to go up, but have been
ordered oft—two or three, having a small
dralt of water, succeeded in passing the
squadron in the night without being ap-
prized of the blockade. One of these was
the Mohawk of Baltimore, with a cargo
of rum and sugar from Bahia. The ex-
istence of hosgilities between the Buenos
Ayreans and Brazilians, so unexpected
to all, and so directly contrary to what
we had reason to expect, from the offi-
cial note of Mr. Garcia, to admiral Leg-
bos upon hisarrival at Buenos Ayres, ap-
pears to have beeu brought about by cer-
tain circumstances not calculated in the
opinion of the Buenos Ayreans to have
produced such a result. Private citizens
had aided the Patriots of the Banda Ori-
ental with money and arms, but the Go-
vernment, although well effected to their
cause, considered it as its safest policy

to avold any thing like hostility. It how-
ever committed itself by receiving the

deputiesfrom the provisional government

of the. Banda Oriental, and in conse-
quence of a brilliant victory obtained by
Lavalleja over the Brazilians, on the 12th
Oct, it acknowledged the Banda Orien-
tal as one of the United Provinces and
Lavalleja as Governor.

As soon as this information reached
Rio, the Brazillian government acted up-
on it, and 1nstituted the blockade on the

act single-handed in this important en-

terprize, and in that case ambition might
not stop when humanity was satisfied.—
I'o prevent, therefore, the general war
to which the march of Russian troops

sagainst Turkey might lead, the Duke of
