that a duel was fought on Saturday last,
between Mr. CLAY, Secretary of State,
and Mr. RANDOLPH, of the U, States

Senate. .
“WasHiNcToN, April 8—63 o’clock,

Since 41 o’clock, the city has been in
an uproar. The news has just arrived
that Secretary Clay, accompanied by
General Jessup, Senator J. S. Johnson
of Louisiana, and Dr. Hunt,—~and Mr.
Senator Randolph, with*Colonel Tatnall
of Georgia. and Colonel Hamilton of S.
Carolina, went out to fight at 4 o’clock.
They fought at twenty feet—Mr. Clay
fired twice, and Mr. Raundolph, on the
setond round, fired in the air, and then
offered his hand to Mr, Clay. It is said
on the second fire Mr, Clay struck Mr.
Randolph’s clothes, and 1t is believed
Mr. R. wore a frock, or his large drab
coat. Had any thing serious occurred,
geveral duels would have takén place.——
Mr. Randolph, in a four hours s
yesterday, (alluding to Mr, Clay,) called
him a black-leg, and went on in a violent
strain—but was not called to order.

“They (Messrs. Clayv and Randolph)
took their stand at e{ght paces. Ran-
dolph’s pistol went off by acciudeut, be-
fore the word. Clay fired and ripped
the lining off his waist-coat. 'They then
took fresh pistols—Clay fired a second
time, and missed-~Randolph discharged
his pistol in the air, and tendered Clay
his hand, which, at the suggestion of the
