of the several counties, including the |

members of the Assembly,each with one
copy gratis! No provision has been
made for furnishing copies of the laws at
any price to the good people of Mary-
land; the constituents of cur legislatorss
it is perhaps deemed advisable to keep
them in.ignorance of the acts as well as
the omissions of their Delegates & Sen-
ators, the mode adopted of not publish-
eng the laws 18 well calculated to pro-
duce that effect,

“We are induced to notice this sub-
ject to day because a number of the laws
passed at last session was to bhave
effect on the first day of May; what the
provisions of many of those laws are, the

people on whom they are to operate,
have no opportunity of knowing, as the
laws are not yet published although sev-
en weeks have elapsed since the legisla-
ture adjourned. How far the executive
may be chargeable with any part of this
iong delay remains to be explaived, as
there is much canse of blame somewhere.

© LAWS OF MARYLAND.

CON'STABLES.
A supplement to an act entitled, an act

relating to the appointment of Consta-
bles i this state, and for other purpo-
ses, passed December session, eight-

een hundred and twenty four, chapter
one hundred and forty.

Sec 1. Be it enacted by the Gen-
eral Assembly of Maryland, That it
shall be the duty of each and every con-
stable in this state to serve and execute
a warrant of distress when requiredwith-
in the limits of the district of the county
or city for which he now is or may be
hereafter appointed, and in all cases of
distress, for rent, in which property shall
be seized by any constable properly an-
thorized, such constable shall be entit-
led to have and receive the same com-
pensation as 1s allowed to sheriffs for
similar services under the laws of this
state.

2. And be it enacted, That the respon-
sibility of said constable, and of the se-

.

curities on their bonds, shall be co-exten- |

sive with the authority hereby given, or
which may be hereaflter given to them to
serve and execute process.

BRIDGES OVER RACES.

An act to oblige the owners or. occupiers
of mills or other water works to keep

bridges over their races, in the severa]
counties of this state.

Sec. 1. Be it enacted by the Gener-
al Assembly of Maryland, That it shall
be the duty of all owners, occupiers, or
possessors of mills or other water works,
where any race or races appertaining to

the same, may cross a public road, to
keep good and sufficient bridges, not Jess |
than twelve feet in width over the same,

except where said mills have been erect-
ed and the races dug previous to the for-
mation of said roads. -

2. And be it enacted, That in all cases
where the owner orowners, occupiers or
possessors of any such mill er mills or
other water works, shall refuse or ne-
glect to make such bridge or bridges, or
shall refuse or neglect to keep the same

in good repair, it shall be the duty of the

supervigsor, having charge of said road to

proceed forthwith to erect, or repair such |

bridge or bridges, and return an exact
account of the expense of the same, ou
oath, to the levy court, at their next
meeting

FOREIGN.
AFRICA.—<The brig Vine, Grozer,
from Beston, arrived safe at Cape Mes-
surado, in 34 days, landed her emigrants
in good health and spirits, and much
pleased with their situation. Mr. Her-
race Sessions, who went out as the Agent
of the Colonization Society, to return in

the vessel, and who left the Celony in
good health, was taken sick, a few days
out from Africa and died March 4th.
The National Intelligencer furnishes
the following additional information:

The despatches from the Colonial A-
gent afford the strongest evidence of the
success of this experiment, and of the
prosperity of the colony., It is probable
we shall have it in our power to publish,
somewhat in detail, the accounts from
the agents of the colony: Meanwhile as
a part of the interesting information
which they furnish, may be meantioned
the destruction of three slave factories
by the forces of the colony, and an acces-
ston of 116 liberated Africans. New set-

tlements are formingin the peighborhood
of the capital (Monrovia,) and it is with

pride that the friends of this enterprise,
and the steady and disinterested labour-
ers for its wellare, behold, in its present
aspect, the elements of a great, free,
Christian, and educated people, on a
coast hitherto enveloped in the thick
gloom of ignorance and overshadowing
clouds of barbarism and superstition.
The faithful Agent of the colony, Mr.
Ashmun, continues to enjoy good health.

PANAMA:—The editor of the New
York Times has been favored with the
perusal of a letter from an American

oentleman now 1n Panama, under date
of the 20th December, of which the fol-

tory over the Spaniards was obtained.—
General Sucre, howevery has presented
it to the national legislature of Colombia,

in the name of himself and army. The

ed the present, and have determined, in

order to preserve this memorial of the
valor of the Colombian army, which has
given independence to Peru, to deposit
it in the Natronal Museum.
