“The great rélation of servitude, in
some form or other, with greater or less

departures from the theoretic equality

of man, 1S 1nseparable from oul uature.

I know.of no way, by which the form of

i - uikeda shall be Nixed, but by po-
litical institutions:—Domestic slavery,
though I confess not that form of servi-
tude which seems to be most beneficial
to the master—certainly not that which
i$ most beneficial to the slave—is not, in

ny judgment, to be set down asan im-

moral and irreligious relation. I cannot
admit that religion has but one voice to
the slave, and that this voice is, “Rise
against your master.” No, sir, the New
Testament says “Slaves obey your mas-
tersr”” and though ! know full well that
in thé benignant operation of christiani-
ty, which gathered master and slave a-
round the communion table, this unfor-
tunate institution disappeared in Europe,
yet 1 cannot admit, that while it subsists,
and where it subsists, its duties are not
pre-Bupposed and sanctioned by religi-
on. And though I certainly am not call-
ed upon to meet the charges brought a-
gainst this institution, yet truth obliges
me to say a word more upon the subject.
I know the conditior of the working
classes in othet countries, and 1 am in-
timately acquainted with it in some oth-
er countries; ahd I have no hesitation in
saying, that I believe the slaves in this
country are better clothed and fed, and
less harle worked, than the peasantry
of some of the most prospérous states of
the continént of Europe: Consider the
cbecks on population; read Malthus.—
What keeps population down? Poverty,
want, starvation, disease, and all the ills

of life; it is these that check population

all over the world; Now the slave pop-
ulation in the United States increases
faster than the whites, masters includ-
ed. What is the inference as to the

physical condition of the two classes of

Society? These are opinions I have long
since publickly professed on the subject,
and whicli I here repeat in answer to the
intimations to which I have already allu-
ded. But, sir, when slavery comes.to

enter into the constitution as a political ‘head, and is confined at the waist by the
