Mpr. Scott—'The above maxim never

was better exemplifiedthan in theinstance
of a resolution which passed at the last
sesston of our legislature, granting to the

Executive the ‘power of appointing two

experienced professional characters to
undertake the very arduous duty of res-
toring, from almost chaotic confusion,
the multitudinous laws of our state. So
long has this necessary pruning of the re-
dundancy of our political tree been ne-
glected——and so long has the prolific ge-
nius of our would be legislators been un-
restrained either by a regard for the con-
stitution, as it was in its best day, or a
proper conviction of the propriety of re-
taining the simplicity of the laws by the
pauctty of volumes or number—that no
doubt great difficulty will arise in the at-
tempt to work a reformation. But it is
to be hoped that the executive in the ex-
ercise of the above salutary authority
will so judiciously and speedily make
the appointme'nts, that those on-whom
the duty devolves will at once see the
necessity of preparine themselves to en-
crease their ekertions in proportion to
the obstacles they may have to encoun-
ter: and if a complete arrangement and
regular system cannot be produced, yet
some and considerable advantage will
accrue to the goond people of the state by
a pattial reduction of-the incongruous
mass of legislation, a library as to vol-
umes, but lumber from ifs contusion.—
I feel confident in the assertion, that the
sessions of the legislature are greatly

prolonged by the above cause—For is it

not reasonable, that a bulwark once

strong and tenable by its regulanty, con-

nection and compacture, may be render-
ed weak, untenable and assailable at ma-
ny points Dy extension,without the force
which it will thereby necessarily require
to support 1t?—Now those very assaila-
ble points are the ones against which the
battery of self sufficient legislators,charg-
ed with presumption and determined up-
on experiment, have heen most success-
fully turned—of which having taken pos-
session, they deem ita duty they owe to
those who have entrusted them with pow-
er to do something—if nothing more, at
least to try an amendment or suppies
ment. Thus it is, Mr. Editor, the field
of legislation has become enlarged —the
modest fabric of our forefathers which
was in their estimation good ‘enough to
shelter them from the evils of public
crime, or injuries of malice and private
agaression, has almost been torn away by
the hands of modern improvers, and the
complex substifute without bounds can-
not be exemplifiedwithout a display of un
necessary labour and consuiption of
time. Many have thought, that this state
of things called loudly for a convention:
0o such thing-—it would only be making
bad worse—NDb, let us have our laws 5Y8-
tematized and arranged in order— Let
us be more cautious in future how we
upon every {rivial occasion resart to sup-
plements, alterations and amendments;
then will the laws becoine accessible to
all, and we shall find by resting content
that we have laws cnough to last us and
our descendants lor a century to come.
