From the Baltimore Patriot of June 8.

Mr. Kean played Richard. last night
before a pretty full house, * On his first
appearance upon the stage, he was greet-
ed with three rounds of applause, }vhich
he acknowledgzed with apparently very
grateful and heartfelt salutations, but be-
fore he had time to utter a word, sever-
al persons in different parts of the house
commenced hissing, screaming and beat-
ing the doors and seats with their sticks
and hands.

kindled, ti!l one extremity of the repub-
lic shall resound to the other with shouts
of acclamation and joyous revelry.

This project will unquestionably be
eratifying to the idle, the gay, the dissi-
pated; but we fondly hope, that, amidst
all the degeneracy of the times, there re-
main in our pr:jmlatiun sufficient sobriety
and love of order, to restrain- them from
a compliance with these pueridle and ex-

‘travagant proposals. 'We should rejoice

to see some national expregssion of joy,
and fully believe the day will be more

generall y celebrated than it has ever
een. But should the plan, above allud-

ed to,be adopted, the scene might resem- |

ble a Hindeo festival, but should be unfit
for a Christian people. The day might be
passed in riotous mirth, but we fear that
God the Author of our blessings would
be forgotten. Processions, guns, bonfires,
music, and feasting, may awaken senti-
ments of false patriotism in the bosom of
thousands, and give them an attachment
to republican institutions, that will toler-
ate and encouraze such excesses; but the
general effect will unaveidably be demor-
alizing, and will be deplored by all who
love their country, and cherish an aftec-
tion for its dearest interests.

We have touched upon this subject,
for the sake of expressing a wish that 1t
may be taken into serious consideration
by the Christian churches. Let the next
Fourth of July be religiously celebrated.
Let it be a day of public thanksgiving to
God for all the privileges which we en&'oy,
and for the prosperity which has, for fifty
years, attended our civil and religious
institutions. And, where it can consis-
tently be done, we would say, let collec-
tions be taken up in the different places
of religious worship, to aid the eiforts of
the American Colonization Society.

CREEK TREATY.

The Georgia newspapers have opened
in full cry against the late Creek Treaty.
That the people of that State would be
satisfied, or will be satisfied, until they
have obtained full possession of all the
Indian lands within the limits ofGeorgia,
nobody who has observed the progress of
the controversy, can have supposed. As
it is, the last treaty gives them five sixths
of the whole, and they are as far from
being satisfied, as when the treaty of the
Indian Springs was anoulled. There1s
something disgusting in the remorseless
avidity with which they pursue their
prey—it scems scarcely to belong to ci-
vilized man. No ullowance whatever s
made for the difficulties which the Gov-
ernment of the United States has had to
encounter in its negociations with the
Creeks—or for the natural attachment

which these poor people feel for the
Jand of their fathers & their own nativity.

The people of Georgia will not remem-
ber that these Indians cannot he compel-
led to sell their country, and that the
United States having recognized their

‘right of sovereignty in the soil, are forced

to act as with independent nations. Like
Shylock, they demand their bond, and
seem willing to_enforce its penalty, even
at the cost of civil war. In vain has
the government strove in good faith to
(ulfil its covenant to the state of Geor-
gia—in vain has it assured the state,
that this 1sall which it is possible to get
from the Indians without a resort to the
bayonet—irl vain has the House of Re-
presentatives, with the exception of the
Georgia and Alabama Delegation, unan-

imously expressed thetr approbation of

the treaty last made, and thus rescued

the Government from all imputation of

blame:—Georgia will not be appeased—
she must have all the land—nothing less
will satisfy her.
