ON WINTERING SHEEP,

By Jepepiaw Morcan, o¥ Cavuca,

{From the Memoirs of the Board of Ag-

_ riculture of the State of New York.)
To Jesse BueL, Esqg.

Dear Sir—Agreeably to your request,
§ herewith transmit a brief statement of
the facts and observations, in relation to
the keeping of sheeps & should you deem
them of sufficient importance, you are at
liberty to make them public, for the he-
nefit of others engaged in that impor tant
tiranch of agriculture. ' '
1t will bé recollected, thatin the sum.
mer of 1822, the drought was severe
in many parts of our counfry. In the

county of Cayuga, where [ reside, and n
the counties adjacent, it was greater than
in anyformer year,since the settlement
of the county. Our meadows were 8o
much parched; that we did not secure
more than one third of the hay we do in
ordinary seasons. At this time, my flock

About the fifteenth of December, I
