FROM MEXICO.—The Nat. Journal

has been favored with a letter received
in Washington, from a gentleman in Ve-
racruz, dated Aug. 24. We learn from
the letter that at Veracruz it 18 thought
probable that an attempt will be made to
release Cuba and Porto Rico from the
government of Spain, “by the establish-
ment of a government founded on liber-
al principles, and guaranteed by Colom-
bia, Mexico, and the other {ree Spanish
American States. Security in the slave
property will be the first consideration.”
