Practical Remarks on the shell Marl Re-
gton of the Eastern shoure of Maryland
and Virginia, §'c. by James Pierce..

In a recent examination of the eastern

parts of Virginia and Marviand, 1 bave
ascertained that rich shell marl, of marine

origin, and-agnarently in very extensive
beds, is of frequent occurrence, from the
oceagn to the western termination of the

district distinguished as alluvial on 2e0-

logical maps, a distance of 130 miles.—
It is found on the banks of the James
Kiver, on the Appomattox to the vicinity
oetersburg.on York river & its branch-
s, on various parts of the Rappahannoc,
from Fredericksburg to the Chesapeake
Bay, vear the Potomac from its mouth
to within 8 miles of the city of Washing-
ten, and in numerous places between the
Potomac and the Patugent. It occurs in
many sections of the Eastern Shore of
Muryland and Virginia, and is extensive-
ly diffused adjacent to saline waters
where trom the inefficiency of gypsum it
1S most bepeficial,  This is often disclo-
sed in sinking wells,and in ravines form-
ed by mimor water-courses, and exists in
p!&uﬂﬁ 00 {eet above the ocean. It re-
sembles 1n composition and useful pro-
perties, the calcareous macine deposits of
N.Jersey, and the mar] beds of N. Car-
olina. lts earthy base of clay and sand

- is rich in carbonate of lime, derived from

the decamposition of shells, and in ani-
mal remains of ocean and land, relics of
the antideluvian world, embracing in va-
rious stages of decay, numerous marine
shells of extinct and existing species,
gryphires, bcicu‘fnites and brenchias, are
remarked. - Univalve shells of the gen-
era, nauiilus, murex, turbo and dental;-
um, occur; aud bialves hall a foot in di-
aineter,

Aithough the great utility of warl, asa
mature nas been long domounstrated inN.
dersey by its practical resuits, yet the
planters of the south are not sensible of
\s value, or have too little enterprise to
apply it extensively; but wherever the
eiperunent has been made in Mar}*hnd
and Vieginia, its effects have been found
decidedly oveneficial. It has been ad-
vantageousiy applied in the cultivation

. Enriched by clover crops, fostered‘by

gypsein, and by warl dressings, the im-
poverished plantations of Maryland and
Virginia may be rendered very Ermluc-
tive. A considerable part of the low
cauntry of Virginia, where marl abounds
the soil is in general a compact argtila-
ceons loam: eoriched, it wovld be wel
sdsnted for wheat and tebacco. 1o ma-

‘ny of the eastern counties, sand predom-

inated in the surface soil, generally rest-

ing on clay, and would be greatly beae- |

fitted by marl, enabling the planters to
resume the cultivation of their old and
proiitable staple, tubaceo, little of which
i3 now raised in Virginia, within 200
wiles of the sea. Underthe present sys-
tem of Agriculture, the soil will contin-
ue unproductive and the planters be
progressively unpoverishing. Wheat has
been within a few yearsa precarious
crop in many counties, from the ravages
of the Hesstan Fiy and the chintz bugs;
they often destroy whole crops. Many
pavts of the sonthern seaboardiare unheal-
thy for cattle, and not well adapted for
profitabie grazing. Though good crops
of cotton have heen produced the past
summer on York and James rivers, and
in the several eastern and southern coun-
ties,yet it 1s apprehended thatthe cultiva-
tion of this plant, from its precariousness
in the latitude of Virginia, and its fast
diminishing valge, will afford but a for-
lorn hope to the planters. The summer
of 1825 was peculiarly warm and pro-
tracted, and cotton might have been rais-
ed i1n the States notth of the Ohio; but
in ordinary seasons, a considerable por-
tion of the boles will not ripen in Virgi-
nia or the western part of
na. Profitable cotton planting will be
confined to the best sols of more south-
ern chimes. It is possible that the yellow
cotton of China from which Nankeen
cloth 1s fabricated and which is describ-
ed as a hardy planrt, might be cultivated
advantageously in Virginia. Cloverand
gypsum have been found adapted to the
soil in many of the eastern counties, few
planters have tried the experimeut in that
part of the state, but many in the interior
nave resuscitated their worn out lands by
these efficacious auxiliaries, and a rota-
tion of crops. This system of agriculture
1 particularly weéll adapted for the argil-
laceous loam, highly coloured by oxide
of ron, common in the middle counties.
In Goochiand county, an enterprising
planter increased the productiveness of
lare tracts of worn-out land of this cha-
racter, from 8 to 30 bushels per acre, by
turning in clover fostered by gypsum.—
I remarked that red argillaceous loam is
the predominant soil of the rofling inte-
rier of the southiern states from Florida
to Maryland, and generally covers the
primitive rocks 600 miles. It much re-
sembles the soil formed by the disintegra-
tion of the red argillaceous sand stone,
common in the valley of the Rariton, N.
Jersey. But there are no traces of this
reck, in the red earth of the southern
primitive range; the rocks below, mostly
%rqnite and gueiss, contain little iron.—
