“I have now seen this country from
Vera Cruz to Mexico, and" from thence
to Tampico and from Tampico to this
place. 1 have conversed with several
who have traversed itin almost every
direction, and I am lost in astonish-
ment at the exaggerated picture of
fertility which almost every traveller
who has written has thought proper to
draw of it. In the first place, the moun-
tains occupying fully one third of the
country, are wholly incapable of cul-
tivation. The vallevs, it is true, are rich
but the immense plains are far from be-
ing universally so; even many of the vyl-
leya would not prodllce without manure.
