The 51st anniversary of Amevrican In-
dependence was celebrated by the citi-
zéns of Cambridge, with 2 number of re_
spectable gentlemen from this and Tal-
hot counties, on Wednesday last, in a
becoming and patriotic wanner,  ‘The
approach ol morning was apneunced by
the discharge ol cannon; the roar of which
resounded through our ‘sireets, and i!!p
prised the inhabitants that the day of na.-
tional julnlee had come. In front of Mrs
Sarah Bradshaw’s hotel, preuldly waved
the national flag, unfurling and display-
smg its brilliant colours. About ten
o'clock, the Cambridge Artillery, com-

manded by Captain Donovaa, paraded
on the Court House greeny and alte,
maneuvreing some time, marched down |

to the residence of the Rev. M. Judd,
whence they handsomely escorted the

Chaplain, the Reader of the Declaration
of Independence and Orator of the day?

“to the Episcopal charely, where arrange-

ments had previeusly been made for their
reception. The house was filled to over-
flowing. The Rev. Mr.Jupp commen’
ced by reading an appropriate part of the
MOrning service.

Declaration of Independence, in'a clear,
distinct and handsome style. James A.

Yeance, Esq. then ruse and déiifcuiil_fa.
. most able and eloquent oration.

We do not know whether the gratidn
will be published; but we present to ou,
readers the following sketch of its out-
lines, which will give a tolerably correct
idea of its character.

In the commencement of his address,

the orater remarked upon the univer-
sality of natiwnal celebrations, and com-
pared these of other countries with our
own. Under other governments, ke
said, men met toswell the pemp of pow-
er, or join in the pageantry of folly; while
we assembled to hailow the memory.ofa
day which broke the chains of power,
which kindled an vondyiig flame on the
altar of freedom, and which originated a
new and splendid era in history. He then
adverted to the rveasons ol our revoln-
tionary ‘war, which he characlerised as a
war of principle, altogether unlike the
revolutionary movements of lormer times,
which had been prompted by persoval
ambition; or those rebellions nte which
people had been driven by the

pression. He showed that it was the
result of deliberate determination, on the

part of our forefathers, who thought it

wiser ant more noble to anticipate the

possibility of evil, and oppose the first
pretenstons of tycanny, than to await the
progress of thoseoppressions, with which
they were threatened.

_ Having describ-
ed the auspiciobs circumstances which
gave us a rank among independent na-
tions, he proceeded to apply thq test of
experience’ to our pulitical institutions,
and to ascertain their value by a compar-
ison of the actual state of vther countries
with that of.our own. e

He showed us England, sinking under
the pressure of a natiopal debt, which the
ambiticn and profligacy of her priaces
and ministers had swollen to a magnitude

' almost wncredible, and to which twelve

ycars of peace bad brovght no sensible

The avator then drew the contrast of
our history and condition—~We had not,’

ke Europe, been suuk in effeminacy and
depraved proiligacy—we had not groan-

darkness of feudal superstition. We had

not been the witilns of foreign conquest;
nor had we stbniitted to the domination
ol any native usurper.  With us, no mii-

mer stales were to ours, which siood
alone in the world——unique 10 the history
of governmients, He examined tue can-
ses which hitherto have produced politi-
cal decune, and declared them to be
counteracted in our case, either by nature
or our constitutional provisions. ,
In the conclusion, he said, a great cri-
sis was approaching in the affaies of the
old worid, and that the effurt of arbitrary
power to preserve its sway, sulliciently
demonstrated is losecurity. ‘Lhe polit-
ical volcane must buist sooner or later,
and spread its overwhelming fury abréag;
but when the elements of politicul society
should thus be breaking up arcund us,
our tranguility wouald be too deeply ba-

sed to be shaken.
