The culture of the vine, seems to
have become a favorite pursuit with the
agriculturalists of the present day.There
are perhaps wnot lessthan fifteen or twen-

ty vine yards within as many miles of
the Borough of York, Pennsylvania, and

nearly all commenced within a year or
two. Should this disposition increase,
and as a consequence the wine-press be
made to take the place of the distillery,
it will benefit the morals of the commu-
nity.—~Among what is called civilized
nat'ions, the vice of drun!cem:ess has al-
wavs been found to prevail most exten-
sively where the vine is not cultivated.
I 0 encourage OUT Vine-growers, let them
turn their eyes to France. That' coun-
try, though not the native lagd of the
vine, has, at the present day, almost four
millions of acres employed in its cultiva-
tion. The average production of these
immense vine-yards, is about one thous-
and miilions of gallous: and the whole
annual value of their vintage, is about
one hundred and twenty-five millions
of dollars.
