THE REV. H. B. BASCOM.

The following vivid description of this
sentleman’s oratorical powers, 1s extract-

ed from a letter written by a lady in Bal-
timore to her friend in Washington,

Pennsylvania, after having heard him,

preach at a Camp-Meeting, in August,
1824:

«The horn blew, noise ceased, the ga- |

thered crowds dispersed, and each one
sought a seat. An awful stillness reign-
ed—every thing seemed to give magic
and grandeur to the scene=-the winds o
heaven were lulled, and scarce-a breeze
ruffled the trees—-~the very birds ceased
their vocal melody—exprctation sat oo
every face—when lol this wundeﬁ from
the west arose—Every eye brightened,
and every ear was attentive. Dignity
marked his deportment, and intelligence
flashed from his keen eye. Heappeared
like the Genius of the forest whose low-
ering vaks overshaded him, come 10 hunt
infidelity from the earth, and extirpate
deisin for ever. Never, perhaps, was
there a more magnificent display of ora-
tory.  On the missionship and the do-
minion of Christ, he was subiumely graud
beyond description. His style and lan-

uage are energetic and vehement.—he
is like a mighty torrent impatient of re-
straint, and rolis with such impetuosity,
that you are compelled to follow. Inhis
fhghts, he moves with the veloci'y ot a
whitlwind—in the same momeunt, he will
take you to Heaven and dive with you to
Hell. He triumphantly answered every
argument a Paive or a Voltaire could ad-
vauce—he defied the infidel to trace time,

‘and search the chronicles of eternity,

and find a parallel to the sacrefice o
the saviour of thie world—he bid the phi-
losopher svar on contemplation’s trem-
bling wing,and reason, with Lier glimmer-
ing light, assist—and what could tbey
do against the gospel? I hough founded
by a Jewish peasant—propagated and
handed down by a tew poor fidhier men, se-
lecced from a Galhilean shore—yet, even
these men had shaken Imperial Rome to
her centre, and confounded Greece with
all her learning.  This gospel was now
riding throughout the workd in triumph
—aud pagan temples of the east were lal-
ling,and the mosque of the mussieman
was crumbhing, and the rose ot Sharon
should yet bloom in the desert, and blos-
som on the mountains. of eternal snov .—
His description of what a faithiul mus-
ter ought w be, exceeded even Lowper
or Pan. He must have an eye that nev-
er winked, a judgment that never erred,
and a w.ng (hat never tired.  Ile wes 1o
g0 wherever misery was to be found, or
man reclaimed=—he was to consider tis
earth as bis birth-right, the world as his
parish, and the universe as his dlocess—~—
he was to freeze under the pole of the
uoeth, and burn under the lline ol the
south—he was not toshrink from the pal-
ace of 1nfidelity, or trémble at the chair
of magistracy; for he had the promise vl
the Saviour: * and lo! 1 am with you al-
ways.” He preached until he was ex-
lausted and was compelled to cease.—
‘Lhe words last uttered were respunded
by many, and vibrated on the listening
multitude—*Guory to Godan the hagh-
est.”  Never couid he have been moce
gratified than on that day-—hundreds and
thousands of people, among w hom were
beauty and talents, all gazing 10 mute
astourshwment at this star Liom the wesl~—
this Keotucky orator—tius Awericau
ClCtl‘u.”
