The Revenue Bills, have occupied the
House of Delegates for some days past.
The fate of the proposition from the
committee of ways and means to repeal

~the tax on certain offices, was, as stated

in our last, referred, (rejected.) Ano-
ther bill proposed by the same commit-
tee for reducing the sum payable for the
inspection of tobacco at the public ware-
houses in the city of Baltimore, occa-
sioned a very animated debate on Fri-
day and Saturday, in which Mr. Maxcy,
and Mr. Duvall advocated _the bill, and
Mr. M’Mahon, Mr. Howard, and Mr.
Wootten opposed it. It is probable the
grounds of the argument may hereafter
be given. The bill like that effecting the
clerks and registers, was finally refer-
red by a large majority. The bill laying
a direct tax was next called up.

Mr. Steele moved to recommit the
bill to the committee, with instructions

to report a bill pr?viding a sum of the

same amount levied last sessiony $60,-
000. The present bill had reduced the
sum to be rarsed one third, say to 40,000
dollars.

Mr. Maxcy remarked, that as the
house by its last vote, had determined
to retain the price upon the tobacco in-
spection, and by their former vote, re-
specting the clerks, evidenced a design
of replenishing the treasury, for the pur-
pose of being able to appmrriate to pub-
lic improvewents, he should not oppose
tbe motion to recommit.
