my reasons for proposing it,

‘The ordinance compels the confine-
ment of dogs for three months. The op-
positionists entertain the idea—first, that
nine days are sufficient to' test the pow-
er of the infection; and secondly, they
contend that the dog, giving rise to the
alarm, was not rabid. The gross er-
rov of the first idea is manifest from the
medical records of ages past, which
prove, that six wmonths ts by no means an
unusual length of tiwme, for'the virus to
lie dormant, and- then to come into ac-
tion; a case in point, occurred in this
‘place some years ago. Mrs. Hooper had
a favorite dog bitten; she confined him
for six months. he was believed to be se-
cure, and released; on the followiug
night, he discovered the effects of the
deadly virus; he travelled into Castle-
Haven Neck, destroyed an immense
quantity of stock, and necessarily jeor-
pordized human life. A case occurred
a few weeks ago, published in the Ame-
rican Farmér, and certified by a gentie-
wan of the highest respectability, (Mr.
Jacob Hollingsworth) going forcibly to
contradict the much celebrated “nine
days doctriney’” which case is subjoin-
ed at length. |

infection entirely; or they may co-ope-
rate to protract its dormant state, to an

rabid; and had they not, I should have
considered tihem rabid; their known in-
timacy with authorities of medical sci-

constant and fallacious, except aione,
the instinctive dread, which the most
fierce and powerful dogs manifest at the
sizht of a rabid animal, and the disposi-
tion of the latter to attack them, without
regard to size, power or habit. That
this infallible unerring symptom Wwas
strongly marked in the case in question,
all admit, and all authorities pronounce
it conclusive. _
The term “hydrophobia,” expressive
of the fear of water, has been derived
from its eftect upon the human systcm;
It is a symptom by no means essential,
or even usual in this disease of the ca-
nine genus; a fact which is important
to be generally known, as the want ol it
has produced much mischief by leading

to erroneous judgment and fatal securi-
ty.

Dear Sik—A case of hydrophobia
happened about three months since, with
one of my dogs, which was followed by
two others, two and three weeks after;
all of which were killed immediately on
discovery. The last was a favounte
bitch that had ‘pups foar or five weeks
previous to her madness, and the pups
were destroyed except one, which was
taken from her because she neglected it.
I felt every assurance that this pup had
escaped the infection, being kept en-
tirely from its mother three weeks previ-
ous to hec madness; but judge my sur-
prise, when seven weeks after, this pup
went mad, snapping at every body near
it. I am at a loss to conjecture whether
it imbibed the disease from the nourish-
ment afforded by its mother, or whether
it received the infection from a bite from
its mother some weeks before she betray-
ed symptons of madness. With regard
to the symptoms of wmadness 1 dogs,
they are equivocal, though one symptom
s » substantial evidence, that other dogs
will avoid and run from that which is
mad, and which 1 bave proved with mine.
A common idea prevails in the country,
that if a dog escapes nine days alter be-
ing bit, he wmay be let at large, and
no further alarm apprehended; to cor-
rect this, 1 feel it a duty to give the
foregoing statement,which you can use as
