erapes, tamarinds, yams, cocoa, coffee,
sugar cane, tobacco, bananas, pine ap-
ples, rice, cotton, and many E
fruits and vegetables, either grow spon-
taneously, or are easily cultivated, An
acre of potatoes will yield 4 times as
much as in the United States, and corn
more than this. Rev. Mr. Dewey calen-
lates that a man can raise 600 dollars
worth of coffee, tobacco, &c. on 3 acres
of land, besides keeping a horse, two
cows, some hogs and poultry. Dr. But-
ton states that one man can attend to 3
acres of coffee, which may yield 19,500
pounds, worth $1500, and raise at the
same time an abundance of vegetables,
poultry, &c. Lands could-be bought a
few months since in the Spanish part of
the island at 75 cents per acre; they af-
terwards rose to one dollar. The Gov-
ernment performs all its agreements to
the emigrants, and treats them with
much kindness and attention. Their
religious freedom 1s most perfect. Sab-
bath Schools are established, and prep-
arations are wmaking for other schools.
