doubts; the laws of nations have pointed

ces, are deemed pirates. It amounts al-
most to a moral certainty, that the whole
are involved in the crime, either by
being principals, abettors or accessaries;
to show clemency, therefore, by shield-
ine them from justice, is, 1n almost eve-

_ ry instance, throwing worthless wretches

upon the, public to commit more atro-
cious depredations.

In venial offences, a well timed lenity
may perhaps recall an offender to reflec-
tion and reformatien; but in the most
aggravating - of all offences, it becomes
dangerous, if not criminal. We.hope

that our present chief wagistrate will,
for the honor of the nation and protec-

tion of the innocent, extend mercy with
prudence and justice with decision.
