HINTS TO FARMERS.

At a time when our Breadstuffs will
hardly pay our farmers for raising them,
we would submit to their consideration
the following facts,

We do not grow waeol enough for our
own consumption. Thisis proved by
all we grow being worked up 1n our Do-
mestic and otheraManufactures, and by
wool being imported in considerable
quantities for the use of our manufactu-
rets. It brings a good price and finds a
ready markets Ought not our Farmers,
for these reasons, to turn their attention
to the care of their Sheep and the 1n-
crease of their sheeps’ wool?

We do not grow flax enough for our
own consumption. All we do grow,and
much that we import, is worked up in
our households and in our manufactories.
We send large quantities of Flax Seed
to 'Ireland; yet we import, from that
country large quantities of Flax for the

use of our wmwnufacturers. Would it
not be well for our Farmers to consider

whether it would not be better il' they
were to grow Flax rather than import it
from a foreign country. All they do
erow, will meet ready sale and aftord a
good profit. |

“We do not plant potatoes enough; nor
do we pay sufficient attention to our seed
or to its proper cultivation, It is believ-
ed that, notwithstanding the high prices
which bread stuffs have brought in the
last twWenty years, that, one year with an-
other, potatoes have yielded at least as
good a profit as wheat or rye.’ Within
a few days, potatoes, imported from Ire-
land, and bought there for about eight
pence a bushel have been sold in Boston
at about one dollar and twenty-five cents
a bushel. Is it possible that we cannot
grow potatoes enough for our own use,
or that it is necessary to import them
from a foreign country? It is for our
farmers to answer these inquiries, and to
look to their own interest, by growing
more potatoes, paying more attention to
their seed potatoes and to their cultiva-
tion.

Fouuﬁng.—-Au intelligent farmer
of this town has communicated to us,
what, he says, is ap effectual remed

against injury to horses and cattle whic

may have eaten too much grain. It s
simply to administer a pint of melted
hog's lard, as soon as the fact is disco-
vered.
