THurspav, May 13,
In the Senate, on Fhursday, Messrs,

Holmes and Ruggles presented resolu
tions calling on the Postmaster General,
tor certain information relative to his Je.-
partment. ‘The joint resolution from the
House of Representatives, fixing the time
of the adjournment of the two Houses of
Congress, was taken up, and after having
amended it by striking ont the 17th of
May, the time designated by the House,
and inserting the 31st of the present
month, passed by a vote of 27 yeas.

Two important bills were fully discus-
sed, and after having undergone varioys
amendments were finally rejected. The
first was the bill introduced by Mr.
Webster to establish the office of Solici-
tor of the Treasury. The second bhill
was one reported by the committee on
Naval affairs, to re-organize the Navy of
the U. States; and containing a provision
for the creation of three Admirals.

In the House of Representatives, after
the transaction of the early
the day, the consideration of the bill to
amend the navigation laws reported by
Mr. Cambreleng, from the Committee on
Commerce, was resumed.and Mc. Strong
continued his remarks in opposition to
it, concluding hy a motion which he af
terwards withdrew, to postpone the bill
ta the 4th July nest.’ Mr. Cambreleng
rose to reply, but the hour expired. The
House then took up the Import Duties

Bill; which was, after a warm but brief

discussion, finally passed, upon a divi
sion by yeas and nays, by a vote of 127
to 41. The bill from the Senate for the

retoval of the Indians to the West of

the Mississippi, was subsequently, on
motion of Mr, Bell/taken up in a Com
mittee of the Whale on the state of the
Union, Mr. Wick!iffs in the Chair, and
cogaged the attention of the House for
the remainder of the sitting.

Mr. Taliaferro handed to the chair the
following reso'ution:

Resolved, That from and after the 30th

day of September next, the duty imposed
on all salt imported into the U. States.
and the territories thereof, shal be ten
cents per the measiured bushel; and that
from and after the 30th day of Septem-
ber, 1831, salt may be imported as afore-
said free of any duty whatevor.

Resolved, That the Committee on
Ways and Means be instructed to pre-
pare and report a bill in conformity with
the foregoing resolution

The resolution being read, on motion
of Mr. Taliaferro, was laid on the tab'e.
