INTERESTING CORRESPONDENCE.
Virginia, Norfolk, Jan. 9, 1834,

Sir:—DBy one of a series of Resolutions
adopted at a meeting of the citizens of this
place, recently held, (a copv of which Res-
olutions I have the honor to enclose here-
with,) you will perceive, that it becomes my
duty ““te communicate to you the thanks of
that meeting, for your honest theugh inef-
fectual effort to preserve the public treasure
from the invasion of the Federal Executive;

| and to assure you, that in the retirement to

which yourindependence has driven you,

| you possess their best wishes for your wel-

fare and happiness.”

My fellow-citizens could not have imposed
upon me any task,in the performance of
which I could have derived more satisfaction.
Although personally unkunown toyeu, 1 have
watched, with keen anxiety, the course you

| have pursued under the late trying circum-

stances in which you found. yourself most
unexpectedly placed; and let me add, that |
have witnessed the result, so far as this con-
cerns your character, with a delight propor-
tioned to the anxiety which the ocecasion nat-
urally inspired. You have set ajnoble exam-
plé, sir, which must be useful in our country,
Solitary and unsustained by any friendly
snpport, yet unmoved by persuasion, unse-
duced by flattery, and unawed by power,you
have faithfully done what you believed to be
yonr duty, knowing well the fate whieh
awaited you for the conscientious expression
of your opinion, in a matter confided by the
law to your sole discretion, and daeplyy in-
volving the public faith and the pablicin-
terest. If I differed with you in every opin-
ion you have expressed, I should still admire
the modest but manly firmness you have man-
ifested, under such circumstances; and should
still applaud that holy patriotism, which
induced youn to prefer what you thought to
be the good of your country, to all other con-
siderations. But concurring with you as I
do entirely,in each and every one of the
opinions you have announced as yours, al-
though my admiration of your conduct may
not be greater, yet the pleasure I feel is
much inereased. The charge imputed to
you, is, that you have preferred Rowe to
C @sar, your  country to your friend. Such
an accusation is a compliment; the conviction
you have well deserved; and whatever may
be the penalty of such supposed guilt, your
own approving conscience and the applaud-
ing sympathy of many of your fellow-eiti-

zens, must give tu you heartfelt consolation.”

Although this is my own language, Sir,
yet [ am very confident that it expresses
truly, the feelings and opinions of those
whose organ I am; who have seen personifi-

Many
grave questions were connected with my
case, and I was unwilling, by any reference
to them, to afford a pretext for saying, that I
had an inclination to affect the action of Con-
oress; besides, the disinclination to separate
in feelings of -discontent, from friends still
attached to the President, I had a repug-
nance even to repel the blows of one, whom
I had so long supported, especially as T con-
sidered him the vietim of unworthy influences
and unhappy passions. So confident, in-
deed, was I of the propriety of my course,
whilst in office, that, if I had not been offi-
cially, falsely, and maliglantly assailed, [
would have preserved the silence which [
had imposed upon myself, on my retirement
to private life. The right of private corres-
pondence,l exereised; butin the extraeis from
two letters, which were published without
my consent, there is no trace of reseniment,
much less of malignity; nor is there a senti-
ment in them in relation to the Chief Ma-
gistrate, which I am not ready to maintain
by fact and argument.

If I may not, even on this oceasion, ad-
vert to the incidents of my brief official ca-
reer, it seems to be due to you, that [ should
not leave the subject wholly unnoticed. The
seryice which I was asked to perform, seems
not to be distinetly understood. 'T'he official
reasons for performing what I refused to ex-

| ecute, do not embrace an explanation which

I consider due to myself, if not to the people
or their representatives. 'T'he true nature
of the service required, consisted, not in
the mere act of removing the deposites, but
in removing them, from an unwillingness to
await the action of Congrese or to resort to
the appropriate agency of the Judiciary, up-
on questions connected with the Bank of the
United States—not in the mere substitution
of one Fiscal agent for another but in exer-
cising, for penal ends, a power given solely
for conservative purposes. Tostile as T was
to the Bank, and willing as 1 was to investi-
gate the transactions of its officers in the
strictest manner, in the legitimate way, I
perceived that a co-operation, in the scheme
proposed,would be inconsistqnt_mth my du-
ty as a publie agent, my principles as a ci-
tizen and my sympathies as a man. And,
