PRESERVING BEES THROUGH

THE WINTER-

Small swarms of bees that have but little
honey, have been préserved in a healthy
condition by putfing them into a dark dry
cellar, when the severe cold weather com-
mences in the fall, and letting them remain
until warm weather in the spring. Some
swarms of bees have wintered well in a cel-

ler when they have not had half honey e-

nough to ke themif they remai
posed of usual.

cold when in a cold place.
If rats and mice are allowed to run at

large in the cellar, the bees ghould be pro-
tected against them. Some men in making
bee hives, do not properly. consider the dif-
ference in the size of a bee and a mouse,
and in making a door for the former they
oive it sufficient size to admit the latter, and
this intruder will take possession of the hive,
whether it be in the cellar or on the stand
in spite of the hostile disposition of the oc-
cupants: Whether the entrance of the hive
be large enough to admit a mouse or not, it
would be well to nail a piece of tin at the

lop to prevent any depredators from eating
into the hive; this should be done with cau-
tion, as a little jarring of the hive will be
liable to break down the comb.

A large swarm of bees produces a great

deal of heat, amd they often winter well
when the hives are exposed to the weather

in a bleak place; but we think it is best to
protect them with a shed or house from
storms and sunshine. When hives arc ex-
posed to storms the place left open to admit
[resh air is liable to get filled up with snow
and ice, and the bees become suffocated.

When the hives are protected by a co-
vering, the temperature is more regular
than when they are exposed to the sun in a
mild day, and then to severe cold by mght;
we should think that such great and sud-

den changes is very injurious to the bees,
and would cause them to eat more honeév.

‘When the sun ship2z¢7 hivesin'a mild day,

the bees are likely to revive and go out, and
then become chilled and fall on the snow,
from which they eannot recover

A great many large swarme of bees are
found dead in the spring with an abundance

of honey, and many persons wonder at
their dying when they have enough to eat-
The cause of their death in such cases is

‘very obvious; the hives are generally fiiled

full and the bees numerous, so they have

not room enough; frequently.from the snow
outside and from the dead bees, particles of

comb, and perspiration from the bees which
runs down and freezes, on the inside, the
door of the hive is obstructed so that the
bees die of suflocation; bees need pure air as
well as wholesome food. But allowing that
the hive is protected from storms, and an
air hole is made so far from the bottom that
it 1s notliable to obstruction on the insides
then the danger from suffocation is not go
great, yetlarge swarmsin full hives will
frequently die with honey enough. The
great perspiration of the bees keeps up a
continual dampness in the hive, so that the
comb becomes mouldy and the air foul and
too damp for comfort or health. We have

seldom known bees to die in the winter
