New MecHaNicAL Power.—A success-
ful experiment has been recently wade in this
city, which appears to us decidedly to settle
the question in favor of the application of El-
eclro Magnelism, as a2 motive power té machi-
nery. We nave seen in operation at No. 58
Gold street, a machine moved by this princi-
ple—the construction of which is on a plan

entirely novel and on a much larger scale
than any other Electro Magnetic Eagine
heretofore shown to the public. 'T'he motive
wheel is five feet in diameter, and weighs
four or five hundred poands, This wheel 1s
propelled by the action of four Electro Mag-
nets, which are connected with a galvanic
battery, compused of alternate plates of cop-
per and zinc.
