CAPTURE OF THE PIRATE SCHOO-
NER.

By a passenger in the New Haven boat
this morning, we learn that the schooner that
has been hovering aronnd the coast for a week
past was captured in Gardener’s Bay, where
she had put ia for water, by the U. 8. Sur
veying Brig Washington, Lieut. Gedney.—
We did not learn that she made any resist-
ance. T'he schooner had no person on board
that understood navigation and had been drift-
ing about at the merey of the waves.

A part only-of the crew were on board, the
remainder having been taken on board the
Iixp riment, by Capt, Gedney, for the pur.
puse of bringing them to New-York:

It is stated, that of the whites on board on.-
ly an old maa,/a planter, the owner of the
slaves, was spared, the rest having been mur-
dered by the slaves, instigated by the creoles.

Another report, which strikes us as more
probable, is that the slaves, when the sehoon
er was two days out from Havana whence she
sailed, rose upon the master and the other
white men on board, amounting it is said to
nineteen, and threw them overboard, saving
the life of only one man, who acted afterwards
as Captain and navigated the vessel. The
schooner is said to have several hundred thou-
sand dollars in specie on board, whieh ac-
counts for the display made by the blacks in
