This Cinquez is one of those spirits
which appear but seldom - Possessing far
Wmore sagacity and eourage than his race gen-
erally do, he had been accustomed to com
mand. His phisieal proporiions are those
best calenlated 1o endure privation.  Iu lieigh
he is is just 5 feet 7 3-4 inches, has a full
chest, large joints and wmauscles, and built for

strength and agility. |

For four days after leaving tke Hayana,

all went well except that the winds were a
head. ' :

When, the attack ceased, Muntez went.be-
low. Ruiz had been on deck but no artempt
was made to hurt him.

Ju&eph
and his three companions then went below .
and ransacked the cabin, after which he arm-
ed them with sugar knives, similar to that he
used.

From that width it
tapers off 10 the handle, where it is simply a.

the use of these was unknown to the slaves.
