The
projectors of an indissoluble nnion between the
Federal Treasury, and the State Banks, they now
demand their immediate, complele, and perima-
nent divorece. Whatthe “Globe* at one time de
nounced as “disorganiziog and revolutionary, sud-
versive of the principles of our Government aud en-
tire practice from 1789 to this day;” as a measure
that “would incaleulably enlarge the powers of the
F.xecutive, and expose the public treasure to be
plundered by an hundred hands where one can-
not now reach 1t’—what the party leaders in the
halls of congress considered too monstrous a pro-
position fo be dispassionately entertained, has
been made, under the titie of the “Sub-Treasury,”
an essential constituent of their system and the
touch-stone of partizan orthodoxy.
