Spots in the Sun.~~The disk on the
sun exhibits to the telescope, at present,
an unusual number of spots. On Wed-
nesday, 27thinst. we were able to enye
merate eleven,oneof which, a littie north
of the centre, was very large, and sur-
rounded by an extensive penambia ~e.
The solar spots are not often more than
S0 degrees distant from the sun’s equa-
tor; but one of these visible on Wednese
day, was near the southern limb. Since
that time, this spot has disappeared. and
several ol the others have separated ine
to clusters of small spots. Ma ny of our
readers will recollect the similir ap-
pearances that were exhibited on the soe
lar disk in 1816, They are sometimes
of enormous size, occupying & space of
50,000 mailes in diameter; and are occa.
siunally so mutable as to exhibit to the
eye of the astronomer, the appearance
of exploding into fragments while he is
gazing at them.—-_(_l'on. Journal
