The quotation from Hippolytus does
not therefore strengthen Mr. Adams’ case.

'The only other reference of Mr. Adams
for sustaining his liberal construction, 1s not
stronger. He says that

«[n the French language the Greek word
has also been adopted, but has undergone
some mutation. From ‘“orphenin,” as it was
first used, it has been chaaged to orphelin,
which the dictionary of the French Acade-
my defines, ‘Enfant en bas age, qui 2 perdu
son pere et sa mere ou I'un des-deux,” with
this farther observation: ‘Il est a remar-
quer que dans I’usaFe ordinaire on ne se sert
guere de mot d’orphelin, en parlant d’un en-
fant qui n’a perdu que sa mere.” |

This “further” observation settles the gen-
eral use of the word to be opposite to Mr.
Adams’ inferences. 'The Dictionary gives
notice, that in the erdinary understaning of
the term, the word ““orphan” is scargely used
for a child that has only.lost the mother.

Judge Hopkinson seems to have mnder-
stood Mr. Adams’ reasonings’ as we do, ad-

The position of our little detachment
at that time was this. The Independent
Blues (infantry) in front, marching in pla-
toons, the Mechanical ¥ otunteers (infantry)
next, both flanked by the riflernen, who were
just commencing to spread out; the piece of
artillery and cavalry being still in the rear.
The meeting was unexpetted upon beth
sides, and the salutations usual upon such
occasions immediately exchanged. The first
order issued, upon our part, was to bring for-
ward the piece of artillery, and put it upon
the brow of the ascent, where the head of our

column was; but before it could be used, It
was found that we were in the presence of
