and fibrous substances, the former only pos-
sessing a nutritious virtue. This gelatineis
destroyed by the chemical action of salt and |
saltpetre,and, as the professor remarks, the
meat becomes as different a substance from
what it should be, as leather is from the raw
hide before it is subjected to the process of
tanning. He ascribes to the pernicious ef-
fects of this chemical change all the diseases
which are common to mariners and others
who subsist principally onsalted meat—such
as scurvy, sore gums, decayed teeth, ulcers,
e.; and advises a total abandonment of the
use of saltpetre, in the making of pickle for
beef, pork,&e. The best substitute for which
he says, is sugar—a small quantity rendering
the meat sweeter, more wholesome, and e-
qually as durable. 'These statements ought
to be remembered by farmers, butchers, pack-
ers of sea provisions, purchasers and consu-
mers. They are of peculiar importance to the
latter class—of which some thousands are
connected with our own community,”
