end of the ceremony. | :

Daring the winter of that year, two hun-
dred men were employed in completing and
ptililhjng it, which occapied them every day
for five months, and it now presents, to the

#wopder of the world,a beautiful doric col-
umb, in one single shaft, of eighty-four feet
long and twelve feat diap#eter. 'The graoite
is similar to that of whieh the obelisks of
Egypt are made, and sasceptible of the finest
polish, it is composed of feldspath of a rieh
red eolor, black mica of a metalic brillianey,
and grey quartz, disseminated throngh the
mass in small irregular chrystals. 1t is sar-
mounted by an angel in bronze, elasping a
eross with the left arm, and the right point-
:q upward, to which is atiached, in the
Russian langoage, what the Emperur’s mo-
ther gaid on hearing of the death of her son,
the translation of which is, “Our angel is in
heaven,” meaning Alexander of course. The

pedesial is ornamented with colossal bronze
figures in bas relief, representing the rivers

Niemen and Vistula; victory, peace, wisdom,
ustice, Hemanpy and adundance, grouped

with armor of Russian antiquity, and other
kinds of armor, which not belonging to mad
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square and in front of the Palace stands the
Column, and directly opposite to that is an
immense balcony, which was pat up for the |
day,though it had the appearance of a per-
manent vne: it extended from the windows |
of the second story,and as wide nearly as
Chesnat street, with a flight of steps on ei-
ther side leading to the ground, of rectangu-
lar form and covered with ecrimson cloth, a
canopy supported by pillars, covered with
blue and white striped silk and surrounded
with imperial eagles, formed a sort of tent
over the balcony—1this was built for the ac-
commodation of the hinperial family, the
court, offlicers of State, the Cleigy, &e., and
probably contained about a thovsand persons.
~—When every thing was ready for the reli-
agions part of the ceremony, a signal was
made from the Palace and the order of !
““shoulder arms” was obeyed by the whole
army at once—the bands playing—the Em-
peror descended from the baleony, was con-
ducted to the colamn by the Patriarch and
Clergy, the white cloth whié¢h cencealed the
whole of the colomn, then flew away and
exposed to the admiring gaze of several hun-
dred thousand eyes, a monument which
Rome in its proudest days eould not buast of
—The Clergy surrounded its base in all the
gorpeons array of the Greek church, the
