Mr. Van Buren first took his startas a
politician,about the beginning,or a short time
before the late war, At that time he distin
guished himself in opposing all the measures
of the administration of Mr. Madison, and
particalarly the war, His opposition wag
biiter and vueimpromising. He was of the

party that opposed the appropriations lo feed
and clothe the soldier who was fighting the
battles of his counlry. He was of the party

who met at Harttord, (called the Hartford
Conven‘ion;) and was in favor of keeping all
the men and resourcesin the North at home,
and to get the government of the United
States to givethe States in whieh it should
be collected, »ll money arising from duties,
&ec. to defray the expenses of the war then
going on; and lastly, taking the war from
the United Siates government, and putiing
It into the hands of the Staies, which wou!d
have been a virtoal dissolution of the Unions
from which it never could have recovered.

He at that time, helunged to what was and
iIs called Federalists. Since then, we hear

that he came over 1o the Republican party.

Since his somerset, he has been in favor of

Intcrnal improvement by the General Govern-
ment, and nppusPd to 1t by the State of N
York., He opposed the improvements in N.
York, by De witt Clinton, which now pros
duces, by way oftolls to the Siate, upwards
of ten thousand dollars a day, during the
business seasons. He was in favor of Mr.

He
was in 1824 and 27 opposed to the protect-
ing tariff; and, in 1828, by his management
and duplicity, he caused amendments to be
made to the woollen bill, in order to make
