PACK 1T SHIP STSQUEHANNA
CAPTURED BY PIRATES.

Our city was thrown into a higb. state
of excitc ment yesterday, by the arf'wal of
an express from Lewistown, _!?ringt-ng th'e
appalline and almost incredible intelli-
gence, that the packet ship “Susquehan-
na’’ of this port, with ail her crew, 18 cg-
bin and 40 steerage passengers, had heefs
captured by the pirates. The Intelli-
gence passed hke lightning throug-h the
city, and in the coursé of a few minutes,
the Merchant's Exchange was. thronged
with inquiring and anxious Fttl_zens, ea-
ger for all the details of so frightful an1n-
cident. [t appears that the Susquehan-

aa put to sea from the .Capfs on Satur-
day last; and while yet 1n sight of land,
the weather being fine and the wind N.
W. was observed to be pursued by a schr.
clipper-built, and full of men.

| LETTER XLIV.

When I wrote to you last from the
Metropolis, all Great Britain was excited
with the coming election. I then des-
cribed it asone of unusual importance, as
well as one in which universal interest

was taken. The First Election of a new
reign is always of this character, and it

1s very apt to decide the tenor of the pol-

iticsand relations of parties during the
whole of 1ts course. In this case the cri-

sis was more eritical ﬂ]an usual. Mat-
ters had for some time gone on getting
into conclusion. - The Radicals were
growling at the Ministry, whom they
helped to putin, for not going fast enough
The Tories were calling #kem Radicals
for going too fast. Ministers themselves
know not what strength to count upon,
nor what policy to pursue, between
these contrary but equally galling at-
tacks. They felt themselves liable to be
deserted by the Radicals, in Parliament
and out of it, at any moment; and this
left them in an awkward minority.—
