FourTa. In certain casés, collectors
of public-moeneys may make special de-
positories in banks, the key! upon such
depositories.to be retained by the depos-
itin officer.

Frrre. Many provisions are nroposed,
by bond and otherwise, for the security
of mroney in the hands of those oflicers,

SixTH. Exclusive specie = paviments,
for all dues and debts to Governament, 1o
be required after a certain time: say  four
or six vears hence.

Another feature, if we -understand. a-
right, -annuls the requisition of specie
bavments at the land offices, - permitting:
the alternative of paving the monev anto
the Treasury at Washington, certificates
of such payment to be received as cash
at the land offices.
