With these faets before us, it is Impossi-
ble to conceal the apparent econelnsion,
that time lessens the power of resistance
lo the variolous germ. The influence
exerted by an atmospherie constitution
over the power of variolous resistance,
opens a wude but hitherto neglected
field of enquiry. Having now winess-
ed, in London, two severe Epidemic
visitations of small pox,we have no he-
sitation in stating that such influence is
undoubted. T'he fact does not, from its
very nature, admit of direct proof, hnt
