that it does not burn, to prevent which it nust
be actively stirred. When well warmed, rub
it thoroughly into the fur with the hand; re-
|peat this two or three times; then shake the
fur, and give it another sharp brushing “until 1
free from dust. White furs, ermine, &ec., may
be well cleansed in the following manner, viz:
Lay the fur on the table, and rub it well with
bran made moist with warm water; rub until
quite dry, and afterwards with dry bran. The
wet bran shoald be put on with flannel, and
the dry with-a piece of book muslin
light furs in addition to the above, should be
well rubbed with magnesia, or a piece of book
muslin, after the bran process. Furs are usu-
ally much tmproved by stretching, which may
be managed as follows: To a pint of soft wa-
ter add three ounces of salt dissolved; with this
solution sponge the inside of the skin (taking
care not Lo wet the fur) until it becomes thor-
oughly saturated; then lay it carefully on a
ooard, with the fur side downward, in its natu- |
ral position, then stretch as much as it will
bear, and to the required shape, and fasten with
small tacks. The drying may be quickened|

by placing the skin about six or eight inches
from the fire or stove.”
