| named James Conk, eighteen years old,

who two years ago last summer was bit-
A reporter visited
young Conk at his home, and obtained
the following particulars :—

In the summer of 1876 James, then a
robust boy of sixteen, was working for
Mr. John Britton in the upper village
of Long Branch. Britton had a large
dog of a breed between a blocdhound
and Newfoundland, which, on account of
1t8 savage propensities, young Couk stu-
diously avoided. Omne day, in the latter
part of July, Conk was cleaning off his
employer’s wagon, when the dog sprang
upon him from behind. Conk turned
around to grapple or run away from his
ferocious foe, whereupon the brute made
another spring at him, his teeth sinking
into and tearing away a large piece of
the right side of the upper lip.

like & dog. At other times he would
catch flies and eat them.

On Thursday night he seemed to be
getting over the worse spells, and sev-
eral of the youth’s companions came in
to sit up with him. * During the night a
colored boy who lived near came in to
inquire after him. Searcely had he en-

tered the door of Conk’s room, however, 4

when the latter sprang with a growl from
his bed toward the intruder, but before
he could reach him one of the young
gentlemen caught him by both arms and
pinioned bim., The young man, with
the assistance of others, then foreed Conk
back on his bed. While this was being

done Conk caught the young man by the |

arm with his teeth and held on until
forced to let go. Fortunately for Conk’s
companion, he had on a heavy jacket,
and only the marks of the infuriated
youth’s teeth were left on his arm. When
in bed he lifted a heavy rocking chair
which was standing near by with his
teeth and hurled it across the room. This
was the geverest spell he had, and lasted
for two hours. During it he fluttened a
large leaden bullet with his teeth and
then swallowed part of it, worrying over
it a8 a canine wounld over a bone,

From that time the spells dccreased
in violence, changing from hydrophobia-
like fits to crazy ones.

Xtruit gives off,
in ripening, a large amount of ecarbolic
acid, which helps retard the ripening
but in frait cellars under dwellings, this
should be carried off by a ventilator, as
it is defrimental to the health of the
family.

Planting may be done whenever the
weather suits, but not when the air is
freezing cold, or the soil is full of icy
clods.

('ions may be cut as soon as the leaves
are off ; label and preserve in sand, or,
what is better, fresh sawdust, Keep in
a cool cellar or pit,

Milk Frauds in New York,

The New York correspondent of the
Philadelphia Z'%mes informs us that
there are some New Yorkers who are so
foolish as to imagine that they drink
pure fresh milk in their coffee in the
morning. This fallacy, he says, even
extends into the fashionable quarters,
and among some very respectable people,
It is a great mistake, New York milk
i a mixture of all sorts of unwholesome
things, and even when it is sold just as
it comes from the cow (which is very
rarely), two-thirds of the time it is not
fit to feed to cals. Any one who comes

down the Harlem Railroad late at night
is very likely to strike the milk train at
midnight, carrying thousands of gallons
of milk, This is a small part of what
i8 sold next morning as ‘‘ morning’s
milk,” and so it doubtless is of the
morning before, all nicely skimmed. If

| the milkmen would sell us milk that is

aduiterated only with water, we might
shut our eyes and drink 1t ; but in spile

of all the *‘lactometres” used Dby
scientific officers (at so much a year),

the milk is vilely mixed. When you
drink a glass of it there is a white
coating left sticking in your mouth, a
sort of coating of kalsomine, much more
ornamental than agreeable, The
adulteration is undoubtedly done after

the milk reaches the city, The dairy- |
