The Electric Light,

The main point to be looked after, is the
temperature, -which should be kept as
low as possible and not freeze the fruit.
One great advantage in having a de-

tached fruit cellar, or one not under the

dwelling, is that ventilation is not neces-
sary. In the home cellar the carbonic

acid given off by the fruit must be car-
ried off, or the family will suffer. In the
special cellar this may accumulate, and
by excluding the air, greatly promote
the keeping ot the fruit,

Cione, whether to be used during
winter for root-grafting, or to be kept
until spring for topgrafting, should be
cut early, They are much more likely
to succeed than those taken after ex-
posure to severe winter weather, Saw-
Just, damp as it comes from the mill, is
the best packing material, as it leaves no
grit to dull the knives; :

Pruning of large branches may be
left until the severity of winter is over,
but knife work may be done at any

time; young trees may be ocut back
into shape, and large ones may be
trimmed,

Manures.—The orchard js the only
part of the farm that is expected to yield

two crops, and so long as the practice
prevails of taking off a crop of hay or

grain in addition to one of fruit, so long
shall we have complaints of bitter rut

and other evils, Not only should the
land be given up to the trees, when of
bearing age, but these should be
manured, if not every year, at least
every third year, not by putting a small
heap next to the trunk, but by spréading
a good dressing over the whole surface,
If the season allows, this may be spread
now and turned under by shallow plow-
ing. If the ground is frozen, draw out
the manure and leave it until spring,
