MRr. WoopBury’s ReMarks.— Taxing
the Many for the benefil of the Few—We
make the following extracts from a speech
of Mr. Woodbury, delivered by him in the
Senate of the United States on the 11th inst.
We wish we could find room for his re-
marks entire, based as they are on facts
derived from public documents, and not
depending upon high soundiug appeals to
delude and deceive, but aie the plain facts,
comprehensively arranged, and cannot be
successfully contradicted by any oflicial or
correct data. After producing a multitide

of statistical information and authorities
to sustain hiwm, he said—

He had, however, further, and, with the
advocates of the tariff, he should suppose
higher authority to advance in support of
his views; and that authority was contain-
ed in a letter dated Ashland, and written
by an honorable and distinguished ex-sen-
ator from Kentucky [Mr. Clay] in which
he“says, “il defects exist in the tariff bill
they ought to be corrected.” But, lest this
should not be deemed an admission that
defects did not exist, he (Mr. W.) would
quote another portion of that letter, which
could leave no doubtas to the opinions of
the writer. He savs: “Provisions of the
bill of 1828 are highly discreditable to
American legislation; and he hoped, for the
honor of the country they would never be
repealed.” If the bill of 1828 was discred-
itable to the legislation of the country, the
bill of 1842 was equally, if not more so.
1t might be called a transeript of the bill
of 1828, with the admisson that, where
there were any allerations, they were for
the worse. This was no idle theory, ad-
vanced for the support of his argument, as
he was prepared to show by facts.

Mr. Woodbury contended that placing a
Pruteclive,dut}f on articles that were not
imported, or imported in such small quan-
tities as to render the duty nominal, was
too frivolousa pretext to blind the farmers
or agriculturists, or lead them to suppose
that it was intended for aught else than to
keep them in the dark, while the real prin-
ciple of the bill was 10 _protect and enrich
the manufacturers at their (the people’s)
expense. If the bill was not for this pur-
pose, and this alone—if it was a bill for
the increase of revenue—the great varia-
tions in the amount of duties would not ap-

pear on its face; all would be equally and
proportionably taxed. It is not shown that,

- from 1790 until 1816, the country suffered

for want of high protecting duties; and yet,
during that period, ne legislature attempt-
ed to impose duty over 10 or 12 per cent,
but in most cases not exceeding 5 or 7 per

On sugar, in the year 1840, the duty on
imports amounted to $3,000,000. This
was three millions out of the pockets of
the people to protect the plantets of home
produce, In the same year, the duty on
silks imported was $3,500,000; iron $1,-
000,000; spirits €2,000,000. This latter
item was, he disputed not, right in a mor-
al sense. "T'here were other sources, ma-
king altogether an amount of sixteen mil-
lions; and this enormous sum was wholly
derived from duties imposed on every-day
necessaries, which if not for the vrolective
system, could be had by the mass of the
people for exactly sixzteen millions of dol-
lars less—T hat those duties were imposed
to increase the 1evenue, could not be ad-
mitted; for if so, would not similar or great-
er duties be imposed on luxuies which
none but the wealthy can indulge in? or,
il that was not sufficient, why not the duty
on all other articles be’equal and in pro-
portion? That would not do: the favored
class to be protected do not manufaciure
luxuries, however they may use them.

Mr. W. showed, from the statistical ta-
bles, that, of the population of the United
States, only one eleventh was engaged in
manufactures, or became beneficiaries of
the protective system; while ten-elevenths
had to pay the bounty imposed by the pro-
tectwe policy, _ﬁrr the aggrandizement qf
the one-eleventh. Now, he asked, would
this be tolerated one moment, only for the
delusions with which the system veiled
from the comprehension of the mass of the
people? 1t washeld out to them that they
were made better able to pay these duties
by the increased prosperity which the pro-
tective system gave to the country. If
nothing but the plain simple truth was told
to them, and particularly tothe farmers—
that, by the imposition of these duties of
1842, they- had to pay 40 per cent. more
for what they buy, and sell the produce of
their farms ‘so much less, than if no du-
tv existed, the protective system would
not be tolerated a single day.

ITe showed what had been the effect in
England in reducing duties on a great va-
riety of articles. Among them, he men-
tioned coffee, which had been subject to
2s 6d per 1b., duty, and then yielded £342.-
000 of revenue; but when the duty was re-
duced to one half, (1 3d) the revenue on
coffee ran up to L770,000, and the price
to the econsumer became lower than in pro-
portion to the reduction of duty.

Mr. Woodbury said it was of a portion
of her dominions. Mr. W. next went in-
o a great mass of statistical details, fur-
nishing a large collection of facts to show
that every reduction of duty in England to
the revenue point had increased the reve-
nue, and rendered the articles of consump-
tion cheaper to the people,

By this protective system the consumer

“or 25 per cent of cash duties should be the
highest allowed for any protective interest;
and that, if manufacturers did not find that
suflicient, they should turn their industry
into some other chanuel. T'he governments
of Madison and Jefferson never resorted to
those high duties; and there not doing so,
gave weight to the question—was this pro-
tective system legitimate under any princi-
ple?  ‘I'he honorable chairman of the com-
mittee had quoted Dr. Franklin in support
of his views; now he wanted to read from
Dr.Franklin’s works sufficient to prove that
he enterfained entirely different opinions
{from those attributed to him by that hon-
orable gentleman.

This principle of taxing the whole com-
munity for the special benefit of a few in-
dividuals, never was befoie tolerated in
any countiy, aeting upon principles of e-
qual rights. The bill of 1842, he main-
tained, was a bill framed wholly and solely
Jor the protection of one small class of the
population, at the expense of all the others;
it was a bill benefilting the few by sacrfic-
ing the many; and if he satisfied the Senate
that such was the faet, he did not suppose
that any principle could be found, or would
be advanced, to Justily its continuance. It
Was not sought for by the body of the peo-
ple,nor was it pretended, when the subject
was discussed in the years 1816, 1824, or

1528, that it was for any other purpose

than that of protecting the manufacturing
interests. This was

susceptible of proof
by 1eference to official documents. The

bill of 1816 made, on an average, an ad-
vance on the former duties of 62 per cent.;
and this inerease was then admitted by the
Secretary of the Treasury to he for the
protection of manufactures, and not for the
benefit of the revenue. The bills of 1824,
1828, avd 1842, followed in the same
spirit, each exceeding the one gone before,
umil an amount of duties was reached by
the bill now in Exiﬂtﬂﬂ(}{} exceeding any-
thing of the kind known here orelsewhere.
These enormous duties could not, for a
moment, be placed to the credit of the rev-
enue, as it was a to@ well known fact that,
in all countries where duties were levied
0 Increase the revenue, they never exceed-
ed 10, 15, or, at the highest 25 per cent.
England, France, or Spain, could not be
quoted in opposition to this fact; for, where
they placed higher duties than 10,15, or 25
per cent., they openly avowed it was for
protection, and not for increase of revenye.,
Mr. Woodbury here quoted from another
list of duties, showing the heavy tax impo-
sed on what might 3¢ 1ermed the necessa-
ries—articles m use by high and low—and
contending against the injustice of thus
burdening the many for the benefit of the
few.

xt on what he sells; for it is the same
whether he is taxed on what he sells, or
forced by legislation to sell his products
for less than he could obtain, but for that
legislation.

Again, the Senator says,you have a home
market raised up for you, as good as, if
not better than the foreign market. Here
was another fallacy, or at least a delusion
to a great extent. "T'he home manufactur-
ers at present consume about 3004000 bales
of cotton out of the usual annual crop of
2,000,000; this year perhaps 1.800,600—
that is, one-sixth. What has been the in-
crease ol England during the last year, on
her consumption of raw cotton, irrespec-
tive of her manufactures sent here? Con-
siderably more than the whole quantity
consumed by the manufacturers of the U.
States, all put together. The reason was
plain.  England manufactures for all parts
ol the world; this country chiefly for its
own consumption. And were the cotton
growers of this country to be told that they
should give up such a market as England
for the sake of building up for themselves
an inconsiderable market at home? But
our exports of cotton to France were very
large—next to England, larger than to any
other country. Were we to give up that
market tooand all the other markets of Eu-
rope, and forego the increasing demand all
over the world, as well at home as in their
own dominions, for their manufactured fa-
brics, and consequently for the material of
which these fabrics were made? Now it
was somewhat remarkable that foreign
countries —those of Europe—Ilaid all their
heavy duties on articles of luxury,and put
their lightest duties on articles of general
consumption, thereby reaching,at once, the
true revenue point; yet the very opposite
wag the policy we pursued.

GreAaT TeLescorr.—At the last mee-
ting of the British Association, Lord Rus-
sell’s great telescope was a subject mention-
ed. The fittings up of’ the great telescope,
with a speculum of six feet diameter, are
not yet completed, as it was hoped they
would be before the last meeting. One re-
flecting telescope of his lordship’s however,
with a diameter of three feet, is in a com-
plete state, and Dr. Robinson said it far sur-
passed 1n its pewers any other telescope in
Europe. The view of the heavens through
this telescope, threw a new light on numer-
ous astronomieal phenomena, and showed |
that many parts of the science of astronomy,
which were considered well established, re-
quired to be entirely remodelled. The view
of the moon through this smaller telescope,
presented its chief geological features in a
manner more satisfactory than could be ob-
tained of the geological features of the more’
elevated portions of the earth. Even a buil-,
ding of the magnitude in which the meeting
was assembled, counld,if existingin the moon,
be discerned with sufficient distinetness to
mark its position.

The text of Shakespeare’s dramatie works,
drawn from old printed copies in his age,
which had never passed under the author’s
own eye, was consequently disfigured by
many errors and obscurities. It passed du-
ring the last century through a succession
ol varying editions until the revision of Ste-
vens and EEV]H.IDI]E, whose text, (or ratherihat
of Stevens,) has become the standard from
which most of the Englis and American
editions have been printed, with various de-
arees of accuracy. But within the last twen-
ly years a more minute and familiar acquain-
tance with old KEnglish idioms, habits and
modes ol thought, guided by an intense and
conelantly increasing admiration for Shakes-
peare’s genius, has led to the strong convie-
tion that very many of the numerous though
slight deviations from the ancient text ap-
pearing in modern editions, are useless or
erroneous 1nterpolations, sometimes weak-
ening the sense and often substituting an
arbitrary monotonous metrical regularity to
the Poet’s own native melody. Aecording-
ly very many of these emendations have
been-rejected by the last and best English
editors, especially Mr. Knight and Mr. Col-
lier, and the readings of the old (olios and
quartos have been restored, unless where
some error of the press or manusecript was |
undeniably manifest. Yet there are many
such passages professedly corrupt, and re-
quiring conjectural emendation; there H.I‘F.-r
al=o differences of reading between the sev-
eral old impressions, affording grounds for
some diversity of text and warm controversy
between the more recent editors.
