IMrorTATION OF STINGLESS BEES—MT.
A. O. Moore, of New York, who went
to Central America last year, has brought
with him two swarms of stingless hees
common to that country, which he has
given in the charge of Mr. Parsons, of
Flushing who will propagate them to the
Agricultural Department of the Patent
Office, which will in due time distribute
them, if it is fonnd that they can be kept
in any part of the United States. These
bees are of two varieties, one large and
one small, and both quite different in all
their habits from the honey bees com-
mon with us. For one thing, there ap-
pears to be but two classes—workers and
queens. The largest class are about the
size of our common bees, the queen be-
ing much larger; and while laying eggs
appears very clumsy, and unable to fly.
The honey is deposited, in egg-shaped
capsules, more than half the size of hen’s
eggs, tastened to a plate of wax only up-
on one side, and sometimes arranged

quite horrizontal in tiers one above an-
other.
