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and not continued in the fervice be, after fuch exchange,

confidered as fupernumerary officers, and entitled to the pay pro-

vided by a refolution of Congrcfs of the twenty-fourth of No-

vember laft.

Whereas from the alteration of the eftablithment and other cau-
fcs, many valuable officers have and may be omitted in the new
arrangement, as being fupernumerary, who from their conduét
and {ervices are entitled to the honorable notice of Congrefs and
to a fuitable provifion until they can retura to civil life wich ad-
vantage : “ it

Refolved therefore, That Congrcfs gratcfully acknowlcdgc the

faithful fervices of fuch officers, and that all fupernumerary officers

be entitled to one year's pay of their commiflions refpectively, to

be computcd from the time fuch ofﬁccrs had leave of abfence from

the commander in chief on this account and Congrefs do earneft-

ly recommend to the feveral ftates to which fuch officers belong

to make fuch further provifion for them as cheir refpeétive circum-
