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g T havmg been reprefented to me, by his Majeﬂ:y s Governor of the Maj"acbujétts-
:* Bay in New-England, That on the 20th of March laft, a Fire broke out in
2 %, 2 the Town of Boflon, in fuch Manner as to elude all Means for {fupprefling the
s M,;ﬁ {fame, until it had (according to the beft Information that could be obtained)
deftroyed 174 Dwelling-Houfes, and as many Warehoufes, Shops, and other
Bunldmos which, with the Furniture and other Goods therein, amount, at a moderate.Com-
putatlon, to 100,000 /. Sterling ; and that, by this unhappy Accndent 220 Families were
turned out of DOors the greateft Part of whom, being by this Misfortune rendered 1nca-
pable of f{ubfifting themfelves were become proper Objelts of Charity.

And that althouorh he had fent Briefs throughout that Province to procure Relief for-the
unhappy Sufferers, “the Calamity 1s fo great and extenfive, that the Means of Relief from

- amongft themfelves, and the Contributions of  their own Inhabitants, muft be oreatly inade-
quatc to the Lofs.

His Excellency therefore defires me to recommend it to the People of this Province, to affift
in Relieving their diftrefled Fellow-Subjeéts, and that I would caufe what may be colle&ted
on this Occaﬁon, to be remitted to the Sele&t-men and Overfeers of the Poor of the Town
of% Bofton, with whom will be lodged the Colle&tions made in that Governinent, to be dlﬁn-
buted amongft the Sufferers, as they, in their Difcretion, fhall judge proper.

I do therefore hereby moft carneftly recommend to the Benevolence and Charity of thc
good People of this Province, the calamitous and ruined Condition of thofe unhappy Sufferers ;
not doubting, but as all are fubjeét to the like Calamities, and under like Misfortunes would
hope and expe&t the Afliftance of their Fellow-Subjetts and Fellow-Chriftians, that every
Perfon amongft us will contribute -on-this Occafion, towards alleviating the Miferies of the
unhappy Sufferers, in Proportion to the Means wherewith GOD hath feverally blefled us.

And I do require the feveral Re&tors of Parifhes, and other Minifters of the Gofpel within

~ this Province, to read, or caufe to be read, this BRIEF to their refpetive Congregations,
on the firft, fecond, and third Sundays after they fhall receive the fame; that they indorfe
thereon, fuch Colleé’(lons as fhall be by them feverally made; and that this Brief, with the
Indorfement thereon, they forthwith tranfmit to me ; and the Sums collected, they are forth-
with to pay to the Sheriff of each County, to be immediately tranfmitted to the Commufii.
