this conclusion in view of the wording of 8 ion 13 of Chapter 87 of th.:

Acts of 1904, known as the Burnt District Act. " That section provides ‘f
that the benefits uuuﬂ upon the specified pileces or parts of prope rty
Ml constitute a lhn upon the property upon which they are severally
m, from the dnt.o when the return is made by the Commission to the
Olty Register, and shall be payadble at the cption of the owmers th-nof
at any time within ﬂn years from the date of the Act.

You will see, therefore, from this that the right to pay, and

consequently the right to receive, does not depend upon the formal
return of the books by the City Register to the City Collector. Until
the several books, however, are actually in your hououiou, it will be
necessary for you to get from the City Register a correct statement of
the mt of benefits assessed jpinot each piece of property, so that
you, yoursslf, will be in a situation to know whether or not the amount
tendered you by the property owner is the Mnt that his property is
legally chargeable with, and I would suggest that when the several
m are ’l“ you, you should see to it that the proper entry is
