tor all garbage and dead animals produced in the City of Baltimore

"under the terms and obligetions of @ho spacifiéations as modifiied -

by this contract”, it 13.ciear that the provisions of the contract

proper nmaust be considered as poverning the provisions of the specifi-
cations where therﬁﬁ}s a conflict between thém. Section 26 of the
contract proper is a defining limitation upon Secticn 26 of the specl-
‘fications proper, which last mentioned sectlicn states that theo daiiv

eries are ordinarily two or three scows every other day of 'an approx-

imate total quantity of 400 tons dufinr the sumrer months, end ordi-

narily twice a week of an approximete fotal quantity of 360 tons dur-

ing thé winter months.  Under the specifications section there 1s .

.no aftemp’r to punrtmtc-e the delivery of any smaunt, but mat a pleln
gstatement of the tirme and quantities of ordinary dnliveriea. The

reason for changing this section of the-apecificutions in order theat
1t‘might be more definite is apparent.  In order to regulate the.fead-"__ -
ing of the pigs, the contractor mat know when to expect the food "\
for them. In ordor to get this requiremnnt this indefinite speci-
fication prdﬁlsion vAaSs changed by the contract proper so thnt the :
contraotor would know, with reasonable certainty, when to expcct the
soowa,'otherwlso the City oould aond the garbare whenevep it might

deem it convonient to do so, which action would not only diu-arrange

the feeding aohedulo but. would defeat the plain intent of . t.he parties

that the garbage ahould.bo delivered in as fredh condition as posaible.;x
