The following article from the Charles-
ton Evening News, designed to impress

When more than half a century ago Dr.
Jenner discovered the preventive power of
Vaccination, his attempts to introduce it
Into practice met, at first, with the usual
fate of all discoveries. He was ridiculed,
reviled, and denounced, by his Medical bre-
thren. His reputation as a Physician, and
his character as a man of veracity, were
both impugned ; and it was only by the
most patient perseverance, and untiring as-
siduity in overcoming all obstacles which
opposed him, that he was at length enabled
to establish the truthfulness of the position,
that Cowpox engrafied into the human sys-
tem by the process of Vaccination was a
certain.preventive of that most loathsome
of diseases, the Small Pox. But when the
doctrine became at length established, and
the practice of Vaccination extended over
Europe and America, the necessary result,
one indeed foreseen by Jenner himself, was
that the Small Pow was almost erased from
the list of “ills which flesh is heir to.”” OQur
own city is an evidence of this fact. Charles-
ton was, duriug the last century, frequently
subject to invasions of this disease, which
proved a fatal scourge to its inhabitants.
Since the introduction of Vaccination, in
1801, we think, Small Pox has scarcely
been known among us.

But this happy exemption is not, we fear,
to continue.

let them impress upon parents the crimi-
nality of suffering this important measure
of safety to their children’s lives to be ma-
naged by unskilful nurses and empirics.—
Let there be at once established a vaccine
Institution in our city, under the care of
'some competent professional man, and from
it let vaccine matter of the purest and most
genuine character be disseminated over the
State; and lastly, let every person who has
been vaccinated since the reign of unskil-
ful vaccination and impure matter—that is,
within the last twenty or even thirty years,
be revaccinated.

Thus we may perhaps arm ourselves a-
gainst the approach of this malignant de-
stroyer of our race.

At all events, we have done our duty.—
We have raised the voice of warning, and
we leave the subject in the hands of our
readers, confident that its importance will
excuse us to them for the space which we
have devoted to its consideration.
