Company. Passed May 14, 1852.

Be it enacted by the General Assembly, That Ste-
phen Shinn, George D. Fowle, John F. Dyer,
Samuel R. Adams, C. C. Berry, Franklin Taylor,
and Richards C. Smith, their associates and suc-
| cessors, shall be and they are hereby constituted
a body politic and corporate by the name of ‘“The
Potomac River Steamboat Company,”” for the
purpose of conveying freight and passengers be-
tween points on the Potomac River, and by that
name and style may sue and be sued, have a com-
mon seal, and all rights and attributes of a Corpo-
ration for the period of thirty years from the pas-
sage hereof. '

The capital stock of said company shall not:be
less than Ffteen nor more than Thirty Thousand
Dollars, and shall be divided into shares of Twen-

ty-five Dollars each.

# When one hundred shares shall have been sub-
scribed, a general meeting of the subscribers shall
| be held in the town of Alexandria, at such time
as a majority of the persons above named shall
designate, for the purpose of organizing said
Company, of which meeting ten days previnus no-
tice shall be published in one of the newspapers
published in the town of Alexandria.

For managing the affairs of said Company, there
shall be chosen annually from the stockholders, a
president and five directors; and a majority of di-
rectors shall constitute a board for the transaction |
of business. : .

In elections for president and directors, and in
the transaction of all other business by the stock-
holders in general meeting, each proprietor of one
share shall be entitled to one vote, of four shares
to two votes, of eight shares to three votes, and of
fifteen or more shares to four votes.

The Company hereby incorporated shall have
| power to hold real estate sufficient for the purpose
of erecting wharves, landings, buildings, &c., not
exceeding one acre. _.

The president and directors shall have power to
enact such by-laws and regulations not contrary |
to the laws of the United States or of this State,
as they may deem expedient for the government
of the said Corporation, and special meetings of
the stockholders may be called by the President
or any three of the directors.

The President and Directors who may be elec-
ted at any meeting of the stockholders shall con-
tinue in office (unless sooner removed by the
stockholders,) until the next annual meeting, and
until their successors shall be elected. 1

This act shall be in force from 1ts passage, and
shall be subject to any amendment, alteration or
modification, at the pleasure of the General As-
sembly.
