Not possess-
ing any means ol subsistence, these three
unfortunate gentlemen entered the service
of Major Fogel (it must be observed, that in
Russia military titles are given to civil fune-
tionaries,) who filled the office of receiver
of texes in the sbove-named town. Old
Krynscloft died on the 26ith May, 1802, as
may be seen in the registry of burials in
Mozyr. Frencis Salezv 100k military ser-
vice in a regiment of dragoons, and was
killed at the batile of Borredino, in 1812,
snd the detsils of his glorious death were
officially ecommunicated to the authorities of
Mozvr. As to Joachim, who was accused,
in 1814, of having poisoned the Coun-
tess Sero-Komolesks, snd drowned her
grand nephew, the young Count Sero- Kom-
oleske, and was imprisoned in the foriress,
and tried before a criminal court :—he died

suddenly while the wrial was still pending,

on the 121th of November, 1819, at Mozyr.
