me that the National Convention of the
American party, which has just closed its
session at Philadelphia, had unanimously
presented my name for the Presidency of
the United States, and associated with it
that of Andrew Jackson Donelson for the
Vice Presidency. This unexpected com-
munication met me at Venice, on my return
from Italy, and the duplicate, mailed thir-
teen days later, was reccived on my arrival
I this city last evening.

This must account for my apparent neg-
lect in giving a more prompt reply.

You will pardon me for saying that, when
my administration closed in 1853, I consid-

ered my political life as a public man at an the temper and condition of this country,

end, and theneeforth I was only anxious to
discharge my duty as a private citizen.—
Hence I have taken no active part in poli-
tics, but I have by no means been an indif-
ferent spectator of passing events nor have I
hesitated to express my opinion on all poli-
tical subjects when asked, nor to give my
vote and private influence for those men and
measures I thought best calculated to pro-
mote the prosperity and glory of our common
country. Beyond this, I have deemed it im-
proper for me to interfere.

By this unsolicited and unexpected nom-

ination has been imposed upon ‘me a new
duty, from which I cannot shrink; and
general
objects of the party which has honored me
wtth its eonfidence, I cheerfully accept its

therefore approving, as I do, the

prospects of success or defeat. It is suffi-
cient for me to know that by so doing I
yield to the wishes of a large portion of my
fellow-citizens in every part of the Union,
whe, like myself, are sincerely anxious to
see the administration of our government
restored to that original simplicity and pu-
rity which marked the first years of its ex-
istenee, and, if possible, to quiet that alarm-
ing sectional agitation which, while it de-
lights the monarchists of Kurope, causes
every true friend of our own country to
mourn.

Having the experience of past servicesin
the administration of the Government, I may
be permitted to refer to fhat as the exponent
of the future, and to say, should the choice
of the Convention be sanctioned by the peo-
ple. I shall, with the same serupulous re-
gard for the rights of every section of the
Union which then influenced my conduet,
endeavor to perform every duty confided by
the constitution and laws to the Executive.

As the procecdings of the Convention
have marked a new cra in the history of the
country, by bringing a new political organ-
1zation into the approaching Presidential
canvass, 1 take the oceasion to reaffirm my

fall confidence in the patriotic purposes of

that organization, which I regard as spring-
mg out of a public nceccessity foreed upon
the country to a laege extent by unfortunate

inion, of all the politi-

cal agencies now existing, is possessed of

the power to silence this violent and dis-
astrous agitation, and to restore harmony
by its own example of moderation and for-
bearance. It has a claim, therefore, in my
judgment, upon every carnest friend of the
ntegrity of the Union.

So estimating this party, both in its pres-
cnt position and future destiny, I freely a-
dopt its great leading principles, as announc-
ed in the recent declaration of the National
Couneil in Philadelphia, a copy of which
you were so kind as to enclose me, holding
them to be just and liberal to every true in-
terest of the country, and wisely adapted to
the establishment and support of an enlight-
ened, safe and effective American policy, in

full record with the ideas and the hope of

the fathers of our Republic.

I expect shortly to sail for America, and
with the blessings of Divine Providence
hope soon to tread my nativesoil. My oppor-
tunity of comparing my own country and the
condition of the people with those of Europe,
has only served to increase my admiration
and love of our blessed land of liberty, and I
shall return to it without even a desire to
cross the Atlantic again.

I beg of you, gentlemen, to accept my
thanks for the very flattering manner in
which you have been pleased to communi-
cate the result of that enlightened and pa-
triotic body of men who composed the late
Convention, and to be assured that I am,
with profound respect and esteem, your
friend and fellow citizen,

the foreign news reccived by
the special feature of which is the discus-
sion in Parliament on Lord Klgin’s inquiry
as to the purpose of the British Government
in despatching a large body of troops to the
North, American colonies and the ecomments

of the British press upon the ill-advised re-

ception by our Government of Walker’s Ni-
caragua representative. As isolated faets
these items of news are not unimportant,
but they assume a momentous gravity when
considered in their appropriate connection
as parts of the complicated relations exist-
ing between the two Governments. The
mquiry of Lord Elgin betrays an carnest
and manly desire, upon the part of one who
by personal inspection is acquainted with

and by friendly association with its govern-
ment and statesmen has a full appreciation
of the strength amd multiplicity of the
ties binding the two nations together, to
have a movement upon the part of his own
government that was susceptible of an ag-
gressive and threatening construction to-
wards the country, so fairly and fully ex-
plained that no possible acerbity of feeling
might result from it. He pictures very
truly and forcibly the dangers that would
arise from placing the two nations in a hos-
tile attitude towards each other, with arms
presented and thoughts of war in the hearts
of each. Such a position, with antagonists
unpetuous in the assertion of their rights
and determined in the effort to maintain
them, would in fact be war itself. Explan-
ation, coneession and conciliation would then
be impossibilities. Lord Clarendon in his
reply, whilst avoiding some of the points in
dispute touched upon by Earl Elgin, adopt-
ed a moderate and conciliating tone. e
expressed an anxious desire to settle amica-
bly all the questions in dispute between the
two governments, and adopting the sugges-
tion of Lord Elgin that a personal confer-
ence between himself and Mr. Marey would
lead to an immediate accommodation of all
difhiculties, he expressed a willingness for
the attainment of that object to meet the
